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NEW YORK -- A leading interna-
tional human rights organization urged
the authorities in Yerevan on Friday to
investigate beatings of opposition activ-
ists and journalists reported during
Armenia’s presidential election.

“These election-day attacks tar-
geted the very people trying to ensure the
integrity of Armenia’s vote,” Holly
Cartner, Europe and Central Asia direc-
tor at the New York-based Human Rights
Watch (HRW), said in a statement. “The
Armenian government should carry out
independent and speedy investigations
to ensure justice is served and to send the
message that intimidation won’t be tol-
erated.”

The statement detailed nine con-
crete cases of proxies of opposition
candidate Levon Ter-Petrosian, two op-
position parliamentarians and at least

three journalists who claimed to have
been assaulted by government loyalists
in and outside polling stations. The Ter-
Petrosian campaign reported dozens of
such assaults on voting day.

“Most victims had been attempt-
ing to expose what they believed to be
violations of electoral rules, such as
incorrect voters’ lists, intimidation of
voters, violations of the right to a secret
ballot, and ballot-box stuffing,” said
HRW. “None of the victims was able or
willing to return to the polling station to
continue observing the voting.

“In several incidents, the assaults
took place in the presence of police and
polling station officials who did not in-
tervene, and in one case a police officer
appeared to assist the assailants.”

Human Rights Watch Concerned About Armenian
Election Violence

YEREVAN -- Deputy Foreign
Minister Armen Bayburtian and three
other senior Armenian diplomats have
stepped down in protest against their
government’s controversial conduct
of Tuesday’s presidential election, it
emerged on Saturday.

The unprecedented resignations
were first announced during former
President Levon Ter-Petrosian’s on-
going rally in Yerevan.

The Armenian Foreign Ministry
declined to comment on them. A min-
istry spokesman confirmed only that
Bayburtian as well as Ruben Shugarian
and Levon Khachatrian, Armenia’s
ambassadors to Italy and Kazakhstan
respectively, and Razmik Khumarian,
an Armenian envoy in Ukraine, quite
over the disputed election.

Six more senior Armenian diplo-
mats on Sunday publicly condemned
their government’s handling of the

presidential election in what amounted
to a show of support for opposition
leader Levon Ter-Petrosian.

In a joint statement read out at a
Ter-Petrosian rally, the Foreign Minis-
try officials expressed their “outrage”
at serious fraud which they said pre-
vented the vote from being “civilized,
free and fair.” “Only by acting in con-
formity with the letter and spirit of the
law can we create democracy and
tolerance in Armenia and earn the coun-
try a good reputation abroad,” they
said.

The statement’s signatories in-
cluded the chief Foreign Ministry
spokesman, Vladimir Karapetian, and
the heads of the ministry’s NATO,
North America and United Nations
desks.

Ter-Petrosian described the diplo-
mats as “heroes” and urged Foreign
Minister Vartan Oskanian to follow suit.

On February 24 an estimated of 15 000 Armenians held a protest rally in
"Little Armenia" district of Los Angeles. The ralliers voiced support for the
popular movement in Armenia. They urged the U.S. State Department to be
consistent in the protection of democratic principles in Armenia and denounce the
outcome of the presidential election, condemn violence and demand the govern-
ment of Armenia put an end to illegal arrests and persecution. The rally
condemned the election marred by election fraud, violence, intimidation and other
illegal actions. The rally stated that the results of the vote are not real and shared
Levon Ter-Petrossian’s demand to recognize the election invalid.

The protesters demanded the regime in Yerevan to release all political
prisoners, stop persecution and put an end to the information blockade. The rally
ended with a determination to continue the struggle.

YEREVAN -- Tens of thousands
of people thronged the streets of
Yerevan for the seventh consecutive
day Tuesday, ignoring Prime Minister
Serzh Sarkisian’s calls to come to
terms with his victory in Armenia’s
disputed presidential election.

Sarkisian argued that the Febru-
ary 19 vote has been recognized as
mostly democratic by the international
community as he addressed a separate
rally held in the city’s main Republic
Square in response to daily street pro-
tests staged by his main challenger,
Levon Ter-Petrosian.

But that did not prevent Ter-
Petrosian from holding his biggest rally
so far in the nearby Liberty Square.
Groups of people bused to Republic
Square could be seen joining the oppo-
sition crowd even before the simulta-
neous start of both gatherings. Some
of them handed Sarkisian’s white cam-
paign flags to opposition leaders. Ter-
Petrosian mockingly thanked Sarkisian
for swelling the ranks of his support-
ers protesting against the official vote
results.

During his staged rally Sarkisian
appealing to the opposition protesters.
“I know just how numerous are people
ready to take to the streets to take care
of their votes. I know that very well.
But please, restrain your emotions.”

The appeal clearly fell on deaf
ears as the massive opposition crowd
marched to an empty Republic Square
two hours later, waving clenched feasts
and chanting “Levon! Levon!” and
“Serzhik, go away!” outside the prime
minister’s office guarded by hundreds
of riot police. Addressing the crowd
before the march, Ter-Petrosian again
demanded a re-run of “the most dis-
graceful election in Armenia’s history”
and the release of his allies arrested in
recent days. He also called on Sarkisian
and outgoing President Robert
Kocharian to resign.

“Robert and Serzh, come to your
senses,” Ter-Petrosian said after de-
monstratively dancing to traditional
Armenian music on the podium. “Un-
derstand what is going on in this coun-
try … Announce your resignation from

here and leave this country.”
On Wednesday Ter-Petrosian

called on the people to continue to
challenge the official results of
Armenia’s controversial presidential
election, dismissing Robert

Kocharian’s threats to end the non-
stop demonstrations by force.

In televised comments aired late
Tuesday, Kocharian warned that his
patience with protesters camped in
Yerevan’s Liberty Square is wearing
thin. He said Ter-Petrosian’s rallies
and overnight vigils have not been
sanctioned by the authorities and can
therefore be broken up by security
forces.

The Armenian police issued a
similar warning the next day, saying in
a statement that they are determined to
“protect the country’s constitutional
order and public security.”

Addressing the massive crowd in

Prominent Opposition Leaders Illegally Arrested by Kocharian-Sarkisian Regime
Popular Movement Continues With Daily Rallies In Liberty Square
High Ranking Foreign Ministry Officials Resign In Protest Against Fraudulent Elections

Tens of thousands listening to Levon Ter-Petrosian

In his editorial of February 21,
2008, Appo Jabarian of USA Armenian
Life Magazine criticized Raffi
Hovannisian, Armenia’s first Foreign
Minister and current member of the
National Assembly (Parliament). Jabarian
also considered it both ethical and pro-
fessional to ridicule Raffi’s father Rich-
ard, son Garin, and the “Hovannisian
household.”

We know that Jabarian strongly
inferred that Hrant Dink was an agent of
the Turkish government. But what charge
does he bring against Hovannisian?
Jabarian is not quite bold enough to utter
the words himself. So he quotes.

He quotes Hayots Ashkharh, the
Armenian tabloid assigned to conduct
the government’s official propaganda.
He quotes an unidentified, but immedi-
ately identifiable, “Armenian activist.”
He quotes one Ashot Grigoryan from
Slovakia.

They claim, in one way or another,
that Raffi Hovannisian has committed
“treason!” That, supposedly, was Hrant
Dink’s crime, too.

The crime here?
In an August 2007 letter to

Turkey’s president Abdullah Gul,
Hovannisian’s use of the term “Great
Armenian Dispossession” instead of the
term “Armenian Genocide” is condemned
as “highly insulting.” Jabarian views
Great Armenian Dispossession as “more
acceptable to the Turks.” In other words,
Hovannisian was “pandering” to the “en-
emy.”

Here is Hovannisian’s “pandering”:
In an article published in European print
media on the occasion of the 90th anni-
versary of the Armenian Genocide,
Hovannisian wrote:

“The Armenian Genocide and its
final act turned ninety last week…The
lessons, risks, and dangers flowing from
the Genocide and its contemporary con-
tinuation are all the more poignant be-
cause the Armenian case was not only
the physical murder of most individuals
making up the nation, but also the violent
interruption and forcible expropriation
of its millennial homeland and way of
life…Can the heirs to Turkish perpetra-
tion translate self-interest into seeking
atonement, and can the descendants of
the great Armenian dispossession agree
to move on? Will we, or our children,
ever see the light, let alone reflect back
from the heights, of the post-Genocide
world?”

Hovannisian used that same
phrase—the Great Armenian Dispos-
session—in his writings in the Wall Street
Journal:

“The Young Turk leaders of the
Ottoman Empire, for example, were
responsible for the great Armenian dis-
possession of 1915, which included all
the components of the crime of geno-
cide, the destruction of the historic Ar-
menian homelands, and the murderous
finality for millions of human lives.”

There’s more. In The Middle East
Times and in United Press International
in 2006, Hovannisian wrote:

“The catastrophic dispossession
of the Armenian homeland by the rul-
ers of the Ottoman Empire; the subse-
quent Bolshevik-Turkish pact parti-
tioning Armenia and effectively ten-

Let us thank God for the OSCE
and the CIS and any other acronym-ed
international observation missions who
come here every five years to tell us
that the blossom of freedom gets love-
lier every season and that things are
just sweet as pie here election-wise.

Bless them. They come. They
observe. They write meaningless re-
ports. They go home. Where would
we be without them?

If you read the reports of the
observers, here’s what you know
about Tuesday’s voting process:

• There were a few technical
glitches

• The counting process needs
some improvement

If you believe what was reported
on this website or on plenty others:

• Cash was paid for votes
• Proxies were temporarily kid-

napped
• Proxies were beaten
• Ballot boxes were stuffed (Per-

sonal favorite: by “workers” changing
a light bulb in one station)

• Soldiers were transported sta-
tion to station to cast multiple votes

• Citizens’ votes were monitored
by their employers

Are we talking about different
elections? (“Oh, sorry. You asked about
ARmEnia? We thought you said
ROmAnia.”)

No. It does appear, though, that
after banging their multi-lingual heads
against the wall for so many years
telling outsiders just how screwed up
things really are with the voting pro-
cess here, the OSCE et. al. have
changed the definition of “international
standards”.

For example: The individual inci-
dents of wrongdoing, the CIS report
said, could not influence the final out-
come. Translation: Let the brass knuck-
les fly, so long as enough bodies are
left standing to constitute a majority.

No doubt there are improvements

since the first times international ob-
servers were coming here. Ballots are
more distinct; votes are deposited in
transparent boxes; passports are
stamped to indicate that a voter has
already voted. Good.

But to endorse what happened
Tuesday, as these missions have, re-
quires lowering the bar on the demo-
cratic process to a level that neither
Armenia nor any other country should
brag about clearing.

It appears that none of the ob-
server missions brought mathemati-
cians with them. Otherwise there surely
would have been mention of the stag-
gering display of civic duty exhibited
here on Tuesday.

So great is the process here, that,
according to figures from the Central
Election Commission, a bit more than
70 percent of the voting populace did
the deed. Incredible as it is to think that
7 out of 10 hold their duty so sacred,
the CEC is being modest. Let us clarify:

About 2.3 million Armenians are
registered to vote here. But: That num-
ber includes about 500,000 (according
to various estimates) now abroad who,
for the first time with this presidential
election, were not allowed to vote.
That brings the number down to about
1.8 million. According to the CEC,
nearly 1.7 went to polls Tuesday.

There’s the headline friends: “94
Percent Turnout in Mid-winter to Per-
form Patriotic Act.” International stan-
dards my hiney, that’s galactic!

Its shortsighted slight of Armenia’s
patriotism aside, the OSCE report was
spot on with one observation:

“Armenian authorities made genu-
ine efforts to address shortcomings
noted in previous elections.”

For sure they did. Having seen
the shortcomings of 2003 when their
fraud was not sufficient to avoid a
runoff, this time around the authorities
secured their power in the first vote
through stepped-up efforts.

The learning curve shortens. Give
us five more years, and the whole
voting deal will be streamlined into a
nod or a show of hands.

Yes indeed there is. Thanks for
pointing that out.

dering Karabagh, Nakhichevan and
other integral parts of the Armenian
patrimony to Soviet Azerbaijan…”

Do these sound like treason?
The Young Turks did not merely

claim the lives of several million people.
Though its consequences continue, the
massive killing of Armenians is finished.
But it was not only the wholesale massa-
cre of a people. The usurpation of the
homeland was no less egregious and
persists to this very day, making modern
Turkey complicit in the crimes of the
Young Turks.

Jabarian relieves himself of some
high and mighty rhetoric, accusing
Hovannisian of “ruining the work we
have done for years and decades.”

We?
There may be occasional interest

in Jabarian’s opinions, despite his com-
plicity in the silencing of Hovannisian’s
own activities. Surely, if Jabarian was so
eager to “expose” Hovannisian’s letter to
Gul, which has been publicly available
and accessible since it was written six
months ago, he would have also come
across other newsworthy events and
reports, including “Armenian Cultural
Resolutions in the Council of Europe”
and “Raffi Hovannisian at the Council of
Europe.”

On January 25, 2008, in
Strasbourg, Hovannisian authored and
introduced a motion, cosponsored by 25
members of the Parliamentary Assem-
bly of the Council of Europe. The motion
begins with the following words:

“The genocide of the Armenian
people…resulted not only in the death
and dispossession of more than two
million human beings but also in the
decimation of the Armenian patrimony,
its ways of life, and its foundational
contributions to western culture and
world civilization.”

This, not in a letter to Gul, but on
the highest international platform—on
his own initiative, suppressed by the
Armenian government-controlled me-
dia, including the Hayots Ashkharh of
which Jabarian seems to be so fond.
Ignored, too, by Jabarian’s own news-
paper.

There is much work “we” have
done. Some of us advocate for the
recognition of history in the most influ-
ential chambers of international politics.
Others seem to bask in yellow journal-
ism and personalized campaigns of char-
acter assassination.

Raffi Hovannisian didn’t leave the
United States for Armenia because Ar-
menia had a better political system. He
moved to the homeland to participate in
transforming the system—from what it
is not to what it should be. The greatest
contribution an Armenian can make to
his homeland is to love it while acknowl-
edging its flaws and helping to change it
for the better.

In spite of the fear and envy of
some in official circles in Armenia and
the scorn of the likes of Mr. Appo
Jabarian, Raffi Hovannisian will be back
in Strasbourg next month to keep push-
ing for the recognition and reversal of
the Great Armenian Dispossession.

Law-enforcement authorities
opened criminal cases but has not yet
charged anyone in connection with some
of those incidents, including the re-
ported kidnapping of a Ter-Petrosian
proxy from a polling station in Abovian,
a town 15 kilometers north of Yerevan.
The proxy, Larisa Tadevosian, said she
was driven out of Abovian and beaten up
by three men after refusing to turn a
blind eye to fraud. She identified one of
the assailants as the chief bodyguard of
Gagik Tsarukian, a wealthy business-
man close to outgoing President Robert
Kocharian.

A similar incident was reported in

Yerevan’s northern Avan surburb. Two
Ter-Petrosian proxies there claimed to
have been kidnapped and severely beaten
by a group of men led by Ruben
Hayrapetian, another government-con-
nected tycoon.

HRW also urged the Organization
for Security and Cooperation in Europe
to “look into election-related violence
and ensure that its final report on the vote
records these incidents.” The prelimi-
nary election report by some 400 repre-
sentatives of the OSCE, the Council of
Europe and the European Parliament
who monitored the February 19 election
made only a brief reference to “a few
isolated violent incidents” reported by
the Ter-Petrosian campaign.

Advocate Extraordinaire for the Arme-
nian Cause,” compiled by Attorney
Vartkes Yeghiayan, offers the discrimi-
nating reader an eye-opening, jaw-drop-
ping experience. This work finally re-
veals America’s role in the Armenian
Genocide. It also exposes America’s
ultimate calculated betrayal of the Arme-
nian Cause.

Attorney Vahan Cardashian (1883-
1934) was a Classical Hero who came
out of nowhere, engaged in a Sisyphean
struggle against the most powerful forces
in human affairs, and paid the ultimate
price by dying young from a broken political
heart. His cause in life was the Armenian
Cause, a Cause that America championed
only to discard it soon after for economic
self-interests.three decades from 1908 until
his death in 1934, American Citizen and
Armenian Patriot Vahan Cardashian grappled
with the most vital values and issues in the
history of humankind.

The book discloses that nine months
before the Armenian Genocide began on
April 1915, the New York-based attor-
ney sounded the following warning in a
letter to then U.S. Secretary of War the
Honorable Lindley M. Garrison:

“I have information, bearing on the
program of the Turkish Government, to

be put into operation in the event of
Turkey’s being involved in the European
War with reference to all the native and
foreign Christians in Turkey . . . Unless
some powerful restraining forces are
brought into play from without, you can
rest assured that the Turk, with the
opportunity for untrammeled action,
such as he now believes to enjoy, will
perpetrate upon helpless humanity the
most ghastly horrors of his entire loath-
some career.”

Cardashian’s clarion call, how-
ever, was dismissed outright. And the
rest is tragic history.

Liberty Square, Ter-Petrosian stated that
Kocharian has no moral right to attack
his opponents because he himself has
repeatedly broken law during his de-
cade-long presidency. “Robert
Kocharian’s authority has been illegal
right from the beginning,” said the former
Armenian president. “Under the consti-
tution, he was not even eligible to run for
president neither in 1998, nor in 2003.”

“A person who breached the con-
stitution in such a blatant manner can not
criticize or threaten anyone,” he added
before the crowd marched to the Office
of the Prosecutor-General to demand
the release of Ter-Petrosian allies ar-
rested by the authorities in recent days.

The protesters also walked past
the Russian Embassy in Yerevan, urging
Russia’s President Vladimir Putin to back
their remands for a re-run of the Febru-
ary 19 presidential election.

In his speech, Ter-Petrosian said
that the round-the-clock protests against
the falsification of election results are
gaining growing momentum but would
not say how long he intends to keep his
supporters on the streets. “What is hap-
pening now is a pure, classic bourgeois
democratic revolution to free the
economy from a feudal yoke,” he said,
adding that his movement is tacitly
backed by “thousands of representa-
tives of state structures, ministries and
even the presidential staff.”

The Armenian Ministry of Trade
and Economic Development said on
Wednesday that it has fired two senior

ministry officials who openly described
the presidential election as fraudulent
and voiced support for Ter-Petrosian.
The chief of the ministry staff, Emil
Tarasian, cited an Armenian law that
bans civil servants from engaging in
political activities.

Jailed Ter-Petrosian
Allies Charged

At least three of the allies of former
President Levon Ter-Petrosian arrested
in recent days have been remanded in
pre-trial custody on a string of criminal
charges which the Armenian opposition
rejects as politically motivated.

The Armenian
police said on Wednes-
day that the most promi-
nent of them, former
Deputy Prosecutor-
General Gagik
Jahangirian, has been
formally charged with
illegal arms possession
and assault on “state
officials performing
their duties.”

Jahangirian was
arrested along with his
brother and two other
companions on Satur-
day just hours after be-
ing sacked by President
Robert Kocharian. The sacking came
the day after the former chief military
prosecutor delivered a fiery speech at a
Ter-Petrosian rally in Yerevan in which
he called the official results of the Feb-
ruary 19 presidential election fraudulent

and said the ex-president is the rightful
winner of the vote.

Two other prominent detainees,
Smbat Ayvazian and Suren Sureniants,
are senior members of the radical oppo-
sition Hanrapetutyun party. Both men
were arrested on Sunday near Yerevan’s
Liberty Square. Ayvazian was charged
late Tuesday with resisting arrest, while
Sureniants is prosecuted for “organiz-
ing” the unsanctioned the rallies.

Two other jailed activists coordi-
nated the ex-president’s election cam-
paign in the northwestern Shirak region.
Democratic Fatherland Party leader
Petros Makeyan and Ashot Zakarian,
head of the regional chapter of the influ-

ential Yerkrapah Union of war veterans,
stand accused of obstructing the work
of an election commission in the regional
capital Gyumri. Both men deny the
charges, saying that they simply pro-
tested against an instance of fraud in the
polling station.

Another prominent oppositionist,
Nor Zhamanakner Party leader Aram
Karapetian, is facing prosecution on
charges of “false denunciation.” Aides
say the accusations stem from a speech
in which Karapetian implicitly blamed
Robert Kocharian and  Serzh Sarkisian
for the October 1999 assassinations in
Armenia’s parliament.

Ter-Petrosian has referred to his
detained loyalists as “political prison-
ers,” saying that they were arrested as
part of a government effort to derail his
vocal campaign for the scrapping of the
official vote results and a re-run of the
presidential election.

Meanwhile, the arrests of Ter-
Petrosian supporters appear to be con-
tinuing. Lawyers close to the ex-presi-
dent said law-enforcement bodies ar-
rested late Tuesday two residents of the
northern Noyemberian district. One of
them is the older brother of Vano
Siradeghian. Officers of the National
Security Service (NSS) were said to
have detained the 73-year-old Seryozha
Siradeghian after finding an old rifle in
his house in the local village of Koti.
