Ter-Petrosian To Run For Yerevan Mayor
YEREVAN -- Armenia’s main op-

position alliance has decided to contest
the forthcoming municipal elections in
Yerevan and nominate its top leader,
former President Levon Ter-Petrosian,
as its candidate for the post of city
mayor.

The decision, which should shape
political developments in the country
in the coming months, was announced
on Sunday after Ter-Petrosian’s meet-
ing with leaders of 18 opposition groups
aligned in his Armenian National Con-
gress (HAK).

In a written statement, the HAK’s
Central Office said they agreed that the
May 31 elections of the first municipal
council in 15 years will mark a “pivotal
phase” in the opposition campaign for
leadership change in Armenia. The
statement pointed to Yerevan’s “sub-
stantial weight in the country’s politi-
cal and economic life.”

“With this move, we are sending
a very clear political message to the
entire society: we regard the elections
of Yerevan mayor … as a very serious
opportunity to change the existing dic-
tatorial system and, if you like, as a
second round of the [2008] presiden-
tial elections,” the HAK office coordi-
nator, Levon Zurabian, told RFE/RL.

Yerevan mayors have until now

been appointed by the president of the
republic. One of the amendments to
the Armenian constitution enacted in
late 2005 transfers that prerogative to
the municipal council to be elected on
May 31. Under a recently adopted law,
the party or alliance winning more than
40 percent of the vote in the elections
would gain the majority of the 65
council seats and be able to single-
handedly name the Armenian capital’s
next mayor.

The ruling Republican Party of
Armenia (HHK) has already announced
its intention to win the upcoming polls

WASHINGTON, DC -- The Ar-
menian Council of America welcomes
the introduction today of the Armenian
Genocide Resolution in the U.S. House
of Representatives.

This reso-
lution is identical to the to the one intro-
duced in the 110th Congress in both the
House and Senate which passed the
House Foreign Affairs Committee.  It
states for the President to “ensure that
the foreign policy of the United States
reflects appropriate understanding of
the Armenian Genocide” and to accu-
rately characterize the systematic and
deliberate annihilation of 1,500,000 Ar-
menians as genocide”.

“The facts of history are clear,
well documented, and non-negotiable.
One and half million Armenians were
deliberately murdered in the first geno-
cide of the 20th century.  If we are to lead
in the effort to stop the genocide in
Darfur and prevent future atrocities, we
must be willing to condemn genocide
whenever and wherever it occurs,” said

“The Armenian Council of America
and the Armenian-American community
applaud Congressmen Schiff,
Radanovich, Pallone and Kirk for their
leadership and steadfastness in seeking
the successful passage of the Armenian
Genocide Resolution”, said Chairman
Vasken Khodanian of the Armenian Coun-
cil of America.  “We encourage Arme-
nian-Americans in a united effort to
continue contacting those representa-
tives who have yet to join with their
colleagues.”

“We
applaud his strong recognition of the
Armenian Genocide as a Senator, and
look to him for continued strong leader-
ship on this issue as President.”

refusing to properly recognize the Ar-U.S. Hold On Armenia Road Funding Extended

WASHINGTON, DC -- The
United States has again extended the
suspension of some of its additional
economic assistance to Armenia, say-
ing that the authorities in Yerevan have
still not addressed U.S. concerns about
the “status of democratic governance”
in the country.

Armenia was due to receive
$236.5 mil l ion under the U.S.
government’s Millennium Challenge
Account (MCA) program designed to
promote political and economic re-
forms around the world. Most of the
sum was earmarked in 2006 for the
rehabilitation and expansion of the
country’s battered irrigation networks.

Another $67 million was set aside
for the reconstruction of about 1,000
kilometers of rural roads. The Millen-
nium Challenge Corporation (MCC), a
U.S. government agency managing the
scheme, blocked the launch of this
project last year, expressing serious
concern about the Armenian
government’s post-election crack-
down on the opposition and its broader
human rights record.

MCC’s governing board reiter-
ated those concerns late Wednesday at
a quarterly meeting in Washington that
was chaired by Secretary of State
Hillary Clinton and attended by Secre-
tary of the Treasury Timothy Geithner.
It decided not lift the hold on road

construction funding.
“The Board’s decision today sig-

nals to the government that it has failed
over several years to address concerns
raised not only by MCC and other U.S.
Government agencies, but the interna-
tional community as well,” Rodney
Bent, the acting head of the corpora-
tion, said in a statement.

“It’s now incumbent upon the
government of Armenia to restore the
Board’s confidence to its commitment
to democracy and good governance.
MCC has given the government of
Armenia every opportunity to make
meaningful reforms and will continue
its direct communication about its ex-
pectations moving forward,” added
Bent.

WASHINGTON, DC -- Last
week, in an open letter to President
Barack Obama, the International As-
sociation of Genocide Scholars, the
leading organization of scholars who
study genocide, urged Obama to “re-
fer to the mass slaughter of Armenians
as genocide in your commemorative
statement,” adding that it was what
“you urged President George W. Bush
to do in a letter dated March 18, 2005,”

The letter, signed by IAGS presi-
dent Gregory Stanton, read: ”By ac-
knowledging the Armenian Genocide,
you would demonstrate that you are
that ‘leader’ you referred to on Janu-
ary 19, 2008, who ‘speaks truthfully
about the Armenian Genocide and re-
sponds forcefully to all genocides’.”
Moreover, “you would signal a new
chapter in U.S. diplomacy. You would
also honor the truth of our own valiant
history, which saw brave and selfless
Foreign Service Officers risk their lives
rescuing Armenians during the Geno-
cide and compiling the more than
40,000 pages of documentation now

housed in the National Archives.”
In regard to Turkey’s refusal to

acknowledge its history, the letter
reads, “We also believe that it is in the
interest of the Turkish people and their
future as participants in international,
democratic discourse to acknowledge
the responsibility of a previous gov-
ernment for the genocide of the Arme-
nian people, just as the German gov-
ernment and people have done in the
case of the Holocaust. Over the past
decade a growing number of Turkish
scholars, writers, intellectuals, and pub-
lishers have been risking imprison-
ment and assassination to tell the truth
about the Armenian Genocide. They
understood that facing and accepting
the history of one’s country, however
dark, is an essential part of growing a
healthy democracy.

”We believe that security and
historical truth are not in conflict, and
it is in the interest of the United States
to support the principles of human
rights that are at the core of American
democracy.”

Issues Open Letter to President Obama Urging Him

to Recognize the Armenian Genocide
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Armenian, Turkish Civic Groups Hold Conference
YEREVAN -- Representatives of

more than 30 Armenian and Turkish
non-governmental organizations met for
a first-ever joint conference in Yerevan
at the weekend to discuss ways of
assisting in the ongoing dialogue be-
tween their estranged nations.

The event highlighted a dramatic
thaw in relations between Armenia and
Turkey. After months of intensive diplo-
matic contacts the governments of the
two neighboring states appear close to
establishing diplomatic relations and
opening the Turkish-Armenian border.

According to Artak Kirakosian of
the Yerevan-based Civil Society Insti-
tute, one of the Armenian organizers of
the conference, it was initiated by Turk-
ish civil society activists with the finan-
cial assistance of the British embassy in
Turkey. He said they were emboldened
and inspired by Turkish President
Abdullah Gul’s historic September 2008
visit to Yerevan.

Participants of the two-day con-
ference broadly agreed on the need for
an unconditional normalization of bilat-

Lawyers Walk Out Of Armenian Opposition Trial

YEREVAN -- The de-
fense lawyers in the ongo-
ing trial of seven opposition
figures accused of organiz-
ing last year’s post-election
violence in Yerevan walked
out of the courtroom on
Monday in protest against a
highly controversial deci-
sion of the presiding judge.

The judge, Mnatsakan
Martirosian, decided to hold
a planned hearing despite
the absence of all seven de-
fendants and one of their
lawyers. The move clearly violated
Armenia’s judicial legislation which stipu-
lates that a court session can not go
ahead if both a defendant and their law-
yer are not in the courtroom.

Martirosian last week suspended
judicial proceedings against one of the
jailed oppositionists, who is due to un-
dergo a psychiatric examination, and
banned the six others from attending the
trial for ten days for what he construed
as a contempt of the court. He chose not
to cancel Monday’s hearing despite the
absence of Hovik Arsenian, the lawyer
for defendant Sasun Mikaelian.

Arsenian informed the judge in a
letter that he can not attend the trial
anymore because his client renounced
his services on Friday and wants to hire
a new attorney. However, Martirosian
rejected this explanation, deeming his
absence “unjustified” and demanding
that Armenia’s Chamber of Advocates
take disciplinary action against the law-
yer.

The other defense lawyers re-
sponded by staging a walkout. In an
ensuing joint statement, they condemned
the judge’s decision as “illegal” and
“groundless.” “In these conditions our
participation in the trial is becoming
impossible,” they said. “We no longer
have anything to do in this courtroom
because with our presence we harm our
clients.”

The judge’s actions were also con-
demned by Ruben Sahakian, chairman
of the Chamber of Advocates. “The
judge must abandon the case because he
is unaware of the norms of criminal trial
and, in my view, executes prosecutors’
orders, making mistake after mistake in
the process,” Sahakian told RFE/RL.

“A judge breaking the law has no
right to administer justice,” he said.

The seven oppositionists stand ac-
cused under articles of Armenia’s Crimi-
nal Code that deal with provocation of
“mass disorders” and “usurpation of
state power.”

Another Armenian Journalist Beaten Up

YEREVAN -- Gagik
Shamshian, a well-known
Armenian photojournalist,
was beaten up and hospital-
ized last Friday in an attack
strongly condemned by the
country’s human rights om-
budsman and leading media
watchdogs.

Shamshian suffered
severe injuries to his geni-
tals in an angry dispute with
security guards at Yerevan’s
Bryusov State Linguistic
University who refused to
let him and several other
journalists enter the build-
ing. The journalists wanted to interview
its rector, Suren Zolian, on corruption
allegations against professors of state-
run universities.

Shamshian was toppled and kicked
in the abdomen and crotch by two guards
after defying their orders to leave the
building. “I don’t deny swearing at them
and kicking them in self-defense,” he
said afterwards.

The photographer complained of
severe pain in the lower abdomen area
and bled heavily after taking refuge in the
nearby office of RFE/RL’s Yerevan bu-

reau. An ambulance arrived to take to him
to the Nairi Medical Center 40 minutes
after being called by bureau personnel.

Shamshian, who mainly works for
two pro-opposition newspapers and has
repeatedly been manhandled by the po-
lice in the past, was visited in the hospital
by Ombudsman Armen Harutiunian. “He
was lucky not to have suffered more
serious injuries because the beating was
really brutal,” Harutiunian told RFE/RL.
He condemned the beating as a further
manifestation of “intolerance and an at-
mosphere of fear” reigning in Armenia.

Some of them were optimistic
about chances of that happening in the
nearest future. “I am very hopeful and
positive,” said Hakan Ataman of the
Ankara-based Civil Society Development
Center (CSDC).

The conference skirted sensitive
problems hampering the border open-
ing, focusing instead on the situation
with democracy and human rights, envi-
ronmental problems as well as youth and
women’s issues in the two countries.
Kirakosian told RFE/RL that the partici-
pants, among them the daughter of the
slain Turkish-Armenian journalist Hrant
Dink, Delal, agreed to meet on a regular
basis and take joint actions in each of
these areas.

“We live in the same region and
naturally have the same problems,” said
Lilit Asatrian, chairwoman of the Arme-
nian Association of Young Women. “I
believe that young people can make a
very big contribution to settling histori-
cal problems that we have with our
neighbor.”

The most sensitive and significant

of those problems is differing interpreta-
tions of the World War One-era mass
killings and deportations of Armenians in
the Ottoman Empire seen by many his-
torians as the first genocide of the 20th
century. “I think that the Armenian geno-
cide is the most important problem of the
Turkish people,” Ataman told RFE/RL.

“The Armenian genocide is not only an
Armenian question. It’s also a Turkish
question.”

Gokhan Kilinc, another Turkish par-
ticipant, said Turkish-Armenian civil soci-
ety contacts should concentrate on the
future. “We should discuss not the past
but what we can do for the future,” he said.
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L.G. President Obama when he
was a candidate promised when presi-
dent to reaffirm American acknowl-
edgment of the Armenian Genocide.
Do you think he will do so now that he
is President?

Dr. Papazian:  In matter of fact, I
think he will.  We probably will know for
certain by April 24, Armenian Martyr’s
Day, if not before.  President Obama is
scheduled to arrive in Turkey around
April 6.  He is well aware that both
Armenian and Turks are waiting to se
what he will do and say.

I think Pres. Obama is a moral
man. Many of his top advisers are well
aware that the Ottoman Turkish govern-
ment carried out a genocide against the
Armenians residing in their native home-
land.  Pres. Obama wants to push the
reset button on America’s foreign policy
and start reestablish a moral basis to
America’s foreign policy in order to
inspire and lead the world.

I think he will explain this to
Turkish Prime Minister Erdogan and
president Gull.  He will effectively say,
you had nothing personal to do with
the Armenian genocide, so why do you
deny it, why do you defend it, why do
you continue to involve yourselves,
your allies, and the United States in a
transparent scam? He will say, make
friends with the Armenians, secure a
lasting peace in the Caucasus, open
doors for trade, for the shipment of oil,
forget old quarrels, move into the 21st

Century, and don’t maintain obsolete
positions which have no basis in fact.
I sincerely believe this.

In reality, I think both Prime
Minister Erdogan and president Gul
are also moral men who will rise to the
occasion in stages as circumstances
allow. Conservatives in Turkey are
very powerful.  I think they will make a
verbal promise to Pres. Obama that they
themselves will recognize the Armenian
genocide before the 100th anniversary in
2015.

L.G. Do you think that the U.S.
House Resolution will pass an Arme-
nian Genocide resolution this admin-
istration and why?

Dr. Papazian:  I really don’t know. 
Congress would prefer that the Presi-
dent take the lead in recognition.  If he
doesn’t, Congress will.  The Turkish
government made a big fuss about the
resolution last year, and the Bush admin-
istration caved in.  The spin doctors
tried to make the resolution seen anti-
patriotic, and succeeded to some extent.
No one, however, denied the Armenian
Genocide, they just said it was not the
right time to pass a resolution.

In any case, it makes little differ-
ence.  The resolution to pass through
Congress in 1975, when I headed the
Armenian Assembly of America, and in
1984.  President Ronald Reagan used
the term in 1982 in his annual message
commemorating the Armenian genocide.
The US is effectively on record, if not
totally officially.

L.G.  Why do the Armenians
and supporters commemorate the Ar-
menian Genocide?

Dr. Papazian:  The last stage of
genocide is denial, and as long as the
present-day Turkish government denies
the culpability of its predecessor gov-

ernment, the Ottoman Empire, and re-
fuses to make compensation to the heirs
of the victims, the Armenians and their
friends will continue their commemora-
tions and seek to garner public support
for justice.

One must not forget the past, to
forget the past is to invite repetition of
past wrongs.

It is the duty of the progeny of the
victims to commemorate the pain suf-
fered by their ancestors.

Once the victims are forgotten, the
genocide will have succeeded.

L.G.  What is the historical
evidence to support the Armenian
Genocide?    

Dr. Papazian:  The evidence to
support the Armenian genocide is too
extensive to compress in a short state-
ment.  It is overwhelming.  Needless to
say, we have the testimony of the survi-
vors, the evidence provided by foreign
missionaries in historic Armenia at the
time who were eyewitnesses, American
consular officials who were scattered
throughout the area where the genocide
was committed, German consular offi-
cials and military attaches were advisers
to the Turkish army and navy and who
frequently witnessed the genocide, the
documentary evidence and the Austrian
archives and the German archives, then
allies of the Ottoman Empire, docu-
ments in the Russian archives, and docu-
ments in the US State Department ar-
chives, as well as the archives of Great
Britain and France.

Finally, we have the records of the
Turkish war crime trials, which have
just een published for the first time,
courts-martial of the leading perpetra-
tors, the evidence and the verdicts, as
well as a plethora of documentary
proof from the Turkish archives and
the memoirs of leading executors of
the Armenian genocide.

To cap it all, the “Black Book” of
Talaat Pasha, the chief instigator and
sponsor of the Armenian Genocide has
just been published in Turkey.  In it he
keeps a minute record of the progress
of the genocidal expulsions.  What
more evidence could you possible ask
for?

All real scholars, accordingly,
recognize the Armenian Genocide.  The
International Association of Genocide
Scholars passed a resolution a few
years ago reaffirming it and called on
governments throughout the world to
acknowledge it.

L.G  Why is the Turkish gov-
ernment denying the Armenian
Genocide and what would be the
outcomes if the Turkish govern-
ment acknowledged the Genocide?

Dr. Papazian:  This is a complex
question.  Many people believe it is
chiefly a question of Turkish pride. 
The Turks have made progress in the
last century and most do not want to
admit, even to themselves, that their
ancestors committed such a crime.
Some Turks consider themselves a

conquering people.  To admit to geno-
cide, is to admit that their ancestors
did a wicked thing, that the state and
the people have profited from the vast
wealth taken from the Armenian vic-
tims, and that the whole state mythol-
ogy maintained by the Turkish govern-
ment since 1923 will be shown to be
false.

There is also the idea, in the
minds of many Turkish chauvinists,
that “We killed them, we took their
property, we drove them out, and the
spoils belong to us.  Why should we
confess to anything?  The victors write
history.”

Some others say that the Turkish
government is fearful of financial and
other liabilities which would come from
an acknowledgment of the Armenian
genocide, since present-day Turkey is
the successor government to the Otto-
man state and accordingly bares its
responsibilities.

It is hard to say what would
come from official Turkish recogni-
tion.  It could be as little as a public
apology, or as much as an attempt to
make restitution.  What all Armenians
in the world want is recognition of the
tragedy, the preservation of Armenian
cultural monuments, to relieve Arme-
nians living in Turkey of onerous legal
disabilities, the freedom to run Arme-
nian schools, to manage Armenian
churches, to be allowed to build and
maintain cultural centers, to be al-
lowed to reopen their seminaries and
monasteries, and the like.

The maximum demand is for some
kind of border adjustment which might
place Mt. Ararat and the historic bor-
der city of Ani within the Armenian
Republic according to earlier treaties
signed with Turkey.  Finally, the super
nationalist want Western Armenia.

L.G  How do you counter any
opponents who deny the Armenian
Genocide?

Dr. Papazian:  You counter oppo-
nents of Armenian genocide recogni-
tion by presenting the truth, evidence,
reason, and perseverance.  It is a fight
of memory against forgetting.  You try
to avoid debate with the deniers, since
they will stoop to any specious argu-
ment and readily tell lies.  They depend
on the ignorance of most people in the
world who have no idea what really
happened in order to deceive them.
Tell a big enough lie and some people
will believe anything.

L.G.  What are the conse-
quences of countries recognizing
the Armenian Genocide?

Dr. Papazian:  The consequence
of countries recognizing, or reaffirm-
ing the truth of the Armenian geno-
cide, is to place more pressure on
Turkey to come to terms with its past. 

It also wakes up world public opinion
which is also interested in justice for
the victims of injustice and their prog-
eny.

L.G.  What major world his-
torical events have taken place in
the 20th and 21st centuries because
of the denial of the Armenian Geno-
cide by the Turkish Ottoman Em-
pire and other nations?

Dr. Papazian:  There is no ques-
tion that when a genocide goes unpun-
ished, it makes other perpetrators dis-
count the possibility of being punished
for their transgressions.  Hitler is well
known to have been aware of the
Armenian genocide, and before send-
ing his death’s head units into Poland,
said “Go.  Kill without mercy.  Who
today remembers the extermination of
the Armenians?”  So, genocides still
come, one after the other.  I wonder
whether it would have happened if the
first perpetrators of the 20th Century
had got their just deserts.

L.G.  What would be the con-
sequences for Turkey if the Turk-
ish government admits to the Ar-
menian genocide?  What does Turk-
ish society think about recognition?

Dr. Papazian:  I think around
20% of the Turkish people believe
there was an Armenian genocide, and
many are very sorry for it.  Perhaps
70% say they don’t know one way or
another.  Many, of course, are quite
indifferent.  That is not untypical, al-
though unfortunate, in a busy society.
It is the chauvinistic and the conserva-
tive members of the ruling elites, the
top 10% who profited from the Arme-
nian genocide, who reject recognition.

Many Turks themselves demand
recognition as a first step toward bring-
ing real democracy to Turkey.  As it
stands now, to advocate recognition in
public borders on a crime under article
301 of the Turkish Penal Code.  These
patriotic Turks who demand recogni-
tion believe that the ruling elites have
manipulated Turkish public opinion to
discourage Turks from seeking the
truth about their past and having the
freedom to investigate any and all alle-
gations.  Many patriotic Turks believe
Armenian genocide recognition is the
first step toward an open, multicultural,
free, and really democratic society in
Turkey.

In matter of fact, so do I.  Any
patriotic Turk should demand recogni-
tion of the Armenian Genocide by their
government.

“Levon Ter-
Petrosian’s decision to enter the fray is
interesting,” he said. “It heralds an
attempt to politicize those elections,
which will presumably mean political
debates and dialogues.”

Sahakian, for his part, specu-
lated that Ter-Petrosian is not inter-
ested in the top post in the capital and
only wants to exploit the municipal
elections for furthering his political
agenda. “If he was interested, one
could presume that his next step would

be to run for village mayor,” Sahakian
said tartly.

The HAK’s Zurabian claimed that
opposition victory in the vote is “inevi-
table.” He also acknowledged that the
Ter-Petrosian-led opposition would use
control over the Yerevan municipality
for “restoring constitutional order in
Armenia.” “Ter-Petrosian would serve
as mayor as long as it takes to achieve
that goal,” he said.

The only opposition party repre-
sented in Armenia’s parliament
Zharangutyun (Heritage) party has de-
cided not to join forces with former
President Levon Ter-Petrosian’s Arme-
nian National Congress to contest the
upcoming mayoral elections in Yerevan,
it was announced on Tuesday.

The  party’s governing board
made the decision at a late-night meet-
ing on Monday that followed its nego-
tiations with the HAK. According to
Hovsep Khurshudian, a spokesman for
Zharangutyun, representatives of the
two opposition forces met and ex-
changed views on the composition of
their possible joint list of candidates.
“Unfortunately, Zharangutyun’s and
the HAK’s views on that list did not
converge,” he told RFE/RL. “The HAK
did not accept a variant proposed by
Zharangutyun, as a result of which we
can conclude that the negotiations on a
joint list ended in failure.”
