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DETROIT -- Dr. Jack Kevorkian,
the Michigan pathologist who put as-
sisted suicide on the world’s medical
ethics stage, died early Friday, ac-
cording to a spokesman with Beau-
mont Hospital.

The assisted-suicide advocate had
been hospitalized in Michigan for pneu-
monia and a kidney-related ailment, his
attorney Mayer Morganroth has said.

The music of Johann Sebastian
Bach, Kevorkian’s favorite musician,
was put on the intercom so he could
hear the music as he was dying,
Morganroth said.

The 83-year-old former patholo-
gist had struggled with kidney prob-
lems for years and had checked into a
hospital earlier this month for similar
problems, his lawyer, Mayer
Morganroth, told CNN last month. He
checked back into Beaumont Hospital
in the Detroit suburb of Royal Oak on
May 18 after suffering a relapse,
Morganroth said.

Kevorkian, dubbed “Dr. Death,”
made national headlines as a supporter
of physician-assisted suicide and
“right-to-die” legislation. He was

charged with murder numerous times
through the 1990s for helping termi-
nally ill patients take their own lives.

He was convicted on second-
degree murder charges in 1999 stem-
ming from the death of a patient who
suffered from amyotrophic lateral scle-
rosis, commonly called Lou Gehrig’s
disease. He was paroled in 2007.

After his release, he said he would
not help end any more lives.

Experts credit Kevorkian, who

ISTANBUL -- A Turkish court
on Thursday sentenced six military
officers to up to six months’ prison, in
connection with the murder of promi-
nent Turkish-Armenian journalist Hrant
Dink, the semi-official Anatolia Agency
reported.

Dink, the editor-in-chief of bilin-
gual Armenian-Turkish newspaper
Agos, was gunned down in front of his
office in Istanbul on January 19, 2007.

The former gendarmerie com-
mander for the Black Sea city of
Trabzon and a captain who was chief
of intelligence in the provincial
gendarmerie were each sentenced to
six months in prison.

Four other officers received
prison sentences of four months each,
while two were acquitted.

The Trabzon court convicted the
officers of negligence in preventing
Dink’s murder, by ignoring intelligence
pertaining to a plot to kill the outspo-
ken journalist.

Ogun Samast, a then-17-year-
old youth from Trabzon who has con-
fessed to the shooting, is currently on

trial for the murder.
Samast is alleged to have been

recruited by a group that had been
plotting to kill Dink for up to a year
beforehand.

In addition to suspicious links
between the suspects and security in-
stitutions, lawyers representing the
Dink family at various times have ac-
cused the police of destroying vital
evidence and concealing crucial infor-
mation from the court and the pros-
ecution.

Dink family lawyers said the
Trabzon suspects had had prior knowl-
edge about a plot to kill Dink since July
2006 but had failed to take the neces-
sary measures, suggesting that they
had personal relations with the sus-
pects in Dink’s murder, the trial for
which is continuing at Istanbul’s 14th
High Criminal Court.

In September, the European Court
of Human Rights (ECHR) ruled that the
Turkish state had failed to protect
Dink’s life and his freedom of expres-
sion and ordered the government to pay
compensation to his family.

MOSCOW -- “A few weeks ago
there was some back and forth between
Armenians and Azerbaijanis about
whether Russia would come to Armenia’s
defense in the case of a war over
Nagorno-Karabakh. Well, now a top
Russian general has weighed in, and he
sounds pretty certain that Russia would
get involved,” writes Eurasianet.org.

OSCE Mediators Hope For Armenian-Azeri

Framework Accord

YEREVAN -- International me-
diators said on Wednesday that they
expect the presidents of Armenia and
Azerbaijan to reach framework agree-
ment on the Nagorno-Karabakh con-
flict at their upcoming meeting in Rus-
sia.

“We hope that they will at once
approve the final variant of the basic
principles [of the conflict’s resolu-
tion,]” Bernard Fassier, the French
co-chair of the OSCE Minsk Group
told journalists after he and his U.S.
and Russian colleagues held talks with
Karabakh’s ethnic Armenian leaders in
Stepanakert.

“We hope that the parties will
display a constructive approach in
Kazan,” Igor Popov, the group’s Rus-

sian co-chair, said, for his part. He
said the Armenian and Azerbaijani for-
eign ministers are now trying to iron
out the remaining disagreements on
the basic principles proposed by the
three mediating powers.

“It’s possible that this work will
be completed in Kazan,” Popov added,
referring to the venue of the next
Armenian-Azerbaijani summit.

Presidents Serzh Sarkisian and
Ilham Aliyev as well as their Russian
counterpart, Dmitry Medvedev, are
expected to meet in the Russian city by
the end of this month. Their foreign
ministers will discuss preparations for
that meeting in Moscow this weekend.

Armenian Authorities Scoffs at Opposition

Dialogue Proposals

YEREVAN -- President Serzh
Sarkisian began a dialogue with the
Armenian National Congress (HAK) “a
long time ago” and will therefore not
form a special negotiating team ex-
pected by the opposition grouping, his
chief of staff said on Tuesday.

Karen Karapetian also made clear
that the conduct of fresh national elec-
tions, the key HAK demand, is non-
negotiable for the head of state.

“It is not difficult to notice that
that dialogue started a long time ago, is

proceeding quite productively and has
already led to a number of positive
changes. That is so obvious that talk of
starting a dialogue is at least bewilder-
ing,” Karapetian said in written com-
ments to the Novosti-Armenia news
agency released by the presidential
press office.

“As for the [HAK] proposal to
form delegations and negotiate over
pre-term elections, both the proposed
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YEREVAN -- Iranian President
Mahmud Ahmadinejad cancelled a visit
to Armenia just hours before his
planned arrival in Yerevan on Monday
for reasons that were not immediately
clear.

The visit was announced by the
Iranian government late last month and
confirmed by President Serzh Sarkisian’s
office on Saturday. The latter gave no
details of its agenda, though.

In a short statement issued on
Monday, the Armenian presidential
press service said the trip has been put
off “by mutual consent.” “It will be
undertaken in due course,” it said with-
out elaboration.

The official Iranian IRNA news
agency quoted a spokesman for
Ahmadinejad, Mohammad-Hassan
Salehi-Maram, as saying that the Ar-
menian side “did not prepare docu-
ments” that were due to be signed in
Yerevan. The official did not specify
what those documents are.

According to another Tehran-
based agency, ISNA, Iranian Foreign
Ministry spokesman Ramin
Mehmanparast gave a similar reason for
the extraordinary delay. Mehmanparast
expressed confidence that the unspeci-
fied documents will be finalized and the
Iranian leader will visit Armenia “in the
near future.”

“The Islamic Republic of Iran
and Armenia enjoy friendly relations
and good neighborliness and authori-
ties of the two countries are continu-
ously in contact,” he was reported to
say.

Ahmadinejad was due to fly to
Yerevan one week after a regular ses-
sion of an Iranian-Armenian inter-gov-
ernmental commission on economic
cooperation that was held in Tehran.
The meeting was co-chaired by Ira-
nian Foreign Minister Ali-Akbar Salehi
and Armenian Energy and Natural Re-
sources Minister Armen Movsisian.

Salehi and Movsisian signed a
memorandum of understanding to
boost cooperation on oil, gas and elec-
tricity and expand overall economic
ties between the two neighboring coun-
tries. A key element of that coopera-
tion is joint Armenian-Iranian energy
projects.

Those include the construction
of two hydro-electric plants on the
Arax river marking the Armenian-Ira-
nian border and a pipeline that will ship
Iranian fuel to Armenia. The two sides
also plan to start building soon a third
high-voltage transmission line connect-
ing their power grids.

It is not clear whether these
projects require the signing of addi-
tional Armenian-Iranian agreements.

Ahmadinejad Visit to Armenia Postponed

ST. PETERSBURG -- Roman
Pavlyuchenko scored a hat trick Sat-
urday as Russia came from behind to
beat Armenia 3-1 in their qualifier for
the 2012 European Championship.

Markos Pizzelli opened the scor-
ing for Armenia with a solo effort in
the 25th minute, beating Igor Akinfeev
with a low shot from 12 yards.

But Tottenham striker,
Pavlyuchenko equalized a minute later
by volleying in Aleksandr Anyukov’s
high cross from the right.

After the interval the hosts added
power and precision to their attack and
clinched the lead in the 59th minute,
when Pavlyuchenko netted his sec-
ond, firing in from the edge of the six-
yard box.

Armenia had a clear chance to
level again in the 65th minute but their

forward Yura Movsisyan failed to
redirect his teammate’s cross into the
net with a free header.

In the 73rd minute Pavlyuchenko
completed his hat-trick, beating
Armenia’s veteran goalkeeper Roman
Berezovsky with a precise spot-kick to
secure Russia’s win, after the guests’
captain Sargis Hovsepyan fouled
Chelsea winger Yury Zhirkov in the
area.

In the 85th minute Armenia for-
ward Henrik Mkhitaryan, who plays
for Ukraine’s newly-crowned cham-
pions Shakhtar Donetsk, sent the ball
into the net but his goal was ruled
offside by French referee Stephane
Lannoy.

Russia has 13 points from six
games in Group B, Armenia is five
points behind.

YEREVAN --
Law-enforcement and
health authorities were
investigating on Tues-
day an outbreak of in-
testinal infection in a
Yerevan neighbor-
hood that has landed
dozens of local resi-
dents in hospital.

Nearly 60
people, all of them liv-
ing in the same street
in the city’s
Nubarashen suburb,
have been hospitalized
with high fever, nausea and other se-
vere symptoms since Friday. Accord-
ing to officials at a Yerevan hospital
specializing in infectious disease, 26 of
them were discharged by Monday
evening, while some of the others
remained in a serious condition.

The Armenian Ministry of Health
was quick to suggest that the mass
poisoning was caused by water con-
tamination. The head of the ministry’s
Hygiene and Anti-Epidemiological In-
spectorate, Artavazd Vanian, pointed
out on Monday that supplies of drink-
ing water to the Nubarashen neighbor-
hood were halted due to a pipe rupture
last week.

The Office of the Prosecutor-
General cited gave details of that acci-
dent as it announced the launch of a
criminal investigation later in the day.
“A preliminary examination of materi-
als showed that the intestinal infection
was caused by drinking water,” it said
in a statement.

The statement added that investi-

gators have taken water samples and
confiscated fragments of the damaged
pipe for a detailed “sanitary examina-
tion.” Similar laboratory tests were
also conducted by health authorities.

The head of the "Yerevan Jur"
company managing the city’s water
distribution network, Gor Grigorian,
cautioned that the authorities have yet
to identify the definitive cause of the
outbreak. He said the company will be
ready to compensate the affected resi-
dents if it is officially held responsible
for their hospitalization.

"Yerevan Jur" is run by France’s
Veolia Eau utility group in accordance
with a 10-year management agreement
that it signed with the Armenian gov-
ernment in 2006. Veolia has been using
large-scale loans from the World Bank
and the French government to upgrade
the Armenian capital’s obsolete water
and sewerage networks. Most of its
drinking water still leaks out of eroding
Soviet-era pipes before reaching con-
sumers.

The tenure of the U.S. Ambassa-
dor to Armenia Marie Yovanovitch
overlapped with a crucial period in
Armenia. When her nomination was
affirmed in 2008, many people thought
that from Kyrgyzstan where she was
ambassador during the revolution she
would bring along the so-called velvet
revolution to Armenia.

The reason for this opinion was
the affirmation of Marie Yovanovitch
in a country which was undergoing a
serious post-electoral crisis, with a
government which was in a phase of
illegitimacy, and a small spark would
get the government blazing.

However, time passed, and the
“introduction” of Kyrgyzstan’s expe-
rience was being delayed. Moreover,
Kyrgyzstan tried another revolution,
while Armenia was waiting for the
first one. However, the United States
did not hurry and even started to sup-
port Serzh Sarkisian.

But now when we try to see how
and when Marie Yovanovitch, the U.S.
ambassador, came, and how and when
she leaves, we can see that in the past
three years something like a genuine
revolution took place, which is  invis-
ible in the middle but if viewed from
one end to another, it becomes obvi-
ous.

The U.S. ambassador arrived in
Armenia in a period of tensions and
crisis and is leaving Armenia in a pe-
riod of tolerance and dialogue. The

purpose is not to evaluate the dialogue,
blame or mock the opposition or the
government. This is another issue. In
this case, the dramatic situation in the
time of arrival and departure of
Yovanovitch, the revolutionary con-
trast is important.

There are societies which want
but cannot change. There are societies
which can but do not want to change.
There are societies which can and
want to change but are lazy. And there
are cases when they are unable to
become a society in order to change.

In the past three years the Ameri-
can policy in Armenia seemed to be
aimed at diagnosing this problem. We
will not change unless we become a
society. In this sense, in Armenia Marie
Yovanovitch used the lesson of
Kyrgyzstan rather than the experience
of Kyrgyzstan. And on February 28 in
a famous speech by Marie Yovanovitch
at Yerevan State University there was
tangible evidence to this.

To have a society, Armenia needs
elite, ideological approaches, based on
the awareness of law and rights. In the
past three years the United States
worked intensively with different rep-
resentatives of the political elite. Marie
Yovanovitch intensively met with dif-
ferent representatives of the political
elite.

Perhaps the next U.S. ambassa-
dor to Armenia will get to the working
stage of formation of the elite. Marie
Yovanovitch conducted and concluded
the advisory stage.

IFC Helping Armenia Simplify Export and

Import Procedures

The International Finance Corpo-
ration, a member of the World Bank
Group, is providing advice to Armenia
on how to simplify export and import
procedures, which would improve the
investment climate in the country, stimu-
late international trade, and boost eco-
nomic development.

IFC’s Armenia Regulatory Simpli-
fication – Doing Business Reform Project
hosted a roundtable meeting with the
business community on June 7 to dis-
cuss current issues and challenges in
cross-border trade procedures, and the
reforms designed and implemented by
Armenia to simplify export and import
procedures, the organization said in a
press release.

The roundtable discussion brought
together representatives of various local
businesses providing them with the op-
portunity to exchange opinions regarding
the implemented reforms and identify the
main issues that still need to be addressed
as part of the further reform process.

The IFC Project team worked
closely with the Ministry of Economy,
the Customs Services and the private
sector to identify key issues, challenges
and design and implement reform mea-
sures in cross-border trade procedures
and trade logistics supply chain. In this
framework IFC prepared the Import/
Export Process Map, which summa-
rizes key issues and provides recom-
mendation for their solutions. Along with
other issues the IFC project discussed
the Map with the business community

representatives, encouraging an open
dialogue to receive their feedback on the
impact of the implemented reforms and
pinpoint the areas that need further im-
provement.

“Many of IFC’s recommendations
have already been implemented, making
the process for export and import of
goods more transparent and less costly,”
said Arsen Nazaryan, IFC Armenia Do-
ing Business Reform and Regulatory
Simplification Project Manager. “How-
ever, more can be done and today’s
discussion will help us better understand
the challenges facing the business com-
munity. This feedback, along with the
Import/Export Process Map, will serve
as a basis for designing and implement-
ing further short to medium term reform
measures that will help companies save
time and resources.”

The IFC Armenia Regulatory Sim-
plification – Doing Business Reform
Project supports the business sector by
providing advice to Armenia’s govern-
ment on improving the investment cli-
mate. IFC is implementing the project in
partnership with the Austrian Ministry
of Finance, Netherlands Ministry for
Development Cooperation, Luxemburg
Ministry of Finance, and the Consortium
of Commercial Promotion of Catalonia.

Since Armenia became a member
of IFC in 1995, IFC has invested $110
million in 24 projects across the industry
spectrum including financial markets,
general manufacturing, energy, mining
and chemicals.

Armenia to Issue Biometric Passports

Beginning Next Year

Biometric passports will be is-
sued in Armenia beginning in 2012,
according to Justice Minister Hrayr
Tovmasyan.

Speaking at a panel discussion
organized by the Civilitas Foundation
on Tuesday the minister said a relevant
decision has already been taken by the
government.

He said biometric passports were
another step towards boosting Arme-
nia-EU ties.

In February it was announced
that Polish PWPW S.A. (Polish Se-

curity Printing Works) and French
Oberthur had won a tender to print
IDs and biometric passports for Ar-
menia. However it is not decided yet
which of these two companies will
introduce the new documents in Ar-
menia.

Biometric passports issued in
Armenia will contain a citizen’s name
and last name, date and place of birth,
photograph and two fingerprints. Elec-
tronic ID cards will contain the same
data, but with an electronic signature
instead of fingerprints.

In a joint May 26 statement,
Medvedev, U.S. President Barack
Obama and French President Nicolas
Sarkozy urged Aliyev and Sarkisian to
finalize “the latest version of the Basic
Principles” at Kazan.

Ter-Petrosian announced the im-

pending start of a “formal dialogue”
with the authorities on May 31 follow-
ing the release of his loyalists remain-
ing in prison and a renewed investiga-
tion into the 2008 post-election unrest
in Yerevan. He portrayed these gov-
ernment concessions as the biggest
“victory” yet scored by his opposition
movement. He said the HAK will now
press the authorities to call fresh presi-
dential and parliamentary elections.

“The phrase ‘negotiations of del-
egations’ is presented in such an exag-
gerated and dazzling way as if we are
talking about inter-state negotiations,
rather than a government-opposition
partnership,” scoffed Karapetian.

He said the authorities are simply
prepared for “targeted discussions re-
garding numerous problems existing
in our country.” They are ready to put
into practice only “feasible and con-
structive proposals” coming from the
HAK, added the official.

Aivazovsky Painting Returned to Armenia

Escorted by a joint Russian-Ar-
menian security detail, Tempest Storm
at Rocky Shores, an 1875 painting by
Hovhannes Aivazovsky that was sto-
len 21 years ago was finally returned to
Armenia’s National Gallery in Yerevan.

Sold and resold several times, the
latest owner of the painting was
Hovhannes Ohanyan, a senator in Rus-
sia.

“It’s as if some strange force from
above determined that I should be the
person who obtains this painting,” said
Ohanyan. It was scheduled for sale at
the Gelos auction house in Moscow on
February 26 and the opening bid was
pegged at 5.5 – 8 million rubles.

Ohanyan says he obtained the paint-
ing around seven years ago after having
checked with Interpol if it had been
stolen. The reply he received from the
international agency was negative.

This canvas by the famed artist
went missing in suspicious circum-
stances from the Armenian Cultural Re-
lations Society in 1990. The painting
was pulled from the auction block after
employees of the RA Central Depart-
ment of Investigation, accompanied by
art critic Shahen Khachatryan, followed
the trail leading to Moscow.

Mr. Khachatryan told the newspa-
per Azg that, “When we got to Moscow,
we supplied convincing evidence that
the painting had indeed been stolen. We
showed where the canvas had been cut
with a knife. I also presented my five
books on Aivazovsky that included in-
formation on the theft. We saw how the
canvas was restored and placed on a
new background. The size of the original

had gotten smaller as well.”
Storm at Rocky Shores was

transferred to Armenia in 1957 in a
collection of other Aivazozsky works
held by the famous French-Armenian
art lover Abraham Zintchian that were
donated. It was shipped by the organi-
zation J.A.F (Jeunesse Aménienne de
France) as a gift to the Cultural Rela-
tions Society

Shahen Khachatryan told Hetq
that they came upon the painting by
chance in the auction house’s cata-
logue a mere three days before the
bidding was to start.

“It was a great help that the
books published 15 years back men-
tion that the painting had been stolen.
I was able to verify without any doubt
that it was the original. It should be
returned home to Armenia in 2-3 weeks.
There have been four Aivazovsky
works stolen in Armenia in recent
decades. We’ve found one, and with
God’s help we’ll locate the others,”
says Mr. Khachatryan.

The art expert says that the paint-
ing was crunched up a bit when stolen
and that it was touched up a bit here
and there.

For a time, Storm at Rocky
Shores was on display at the National
Picture Gallery and that’s where it’s
destined to stay once returned. The
Cultural Society no longer enjoys its
former clout.

RA Minister of Culture Hasmik
Poghosyan also assisted in the
painting’s return to Yerevan. She used
to head the Cultural Society, founded
in 1944, before becoming minister.

At the “Next Generation Indie

In addition to the Next Genera-
tion Indie Book Award, Melikian’s
novel recently won the Pinnacle Book
Achievement Award for Best Fiction
and was named a Book of the Year
Finalist in Literary Fiction by the pres-
tigious ForeWord Reviews.

Armen Melikian holds a Master’s
degree in International Relations from
American University in Washington, DC.
He has also studied mathematics at a
number of universities including Harvard.
Abandoning both politics and science,
he has instead devoted himself to litera-
ture. Journey to Virginland is his debut
novel. Melikian lives in Los Angeles.
