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WASHINGTON, DC -- U.S. Sec-
retary of State Hillary Clinton has urged
President Serzh Sarkisian to ensure
that the upcoming municipal elections
in Yerevan are democratic and assured
him of continued U.S. support for the
normalization of Turkish-Armenian re-
lations.

She made the call in a letter re-
ported by the Sarkisian’s office on
Friday. “Secretary of State Clinton
emphasized that a free and fair con-
duct of the upcoming elections of
Yerevan’s Council of Elders is an op-
portunity [for the Armenian authori-
ties] to renew a commitment to demo-
cratic principles,” the presidential press
service said in a statement.

According to the statement,
Clinton also addressed U.S.-Armenian
relations and, in particular, the provi-
sion of additional U.S. economic as-
sistance to Armenia under the Millen-
nium Challenge Account (MCA) pro-
gram.

Washington froze about 30 per-
cent of the $236.5 million aid package,
approved in 2006, following last year’s
disputed Armenian presidential elec-
tion. A U.S. government agency han-
dling the scheme said in March that the
authorities in Yerevan have still not

addressed U.S. concerns about the
“status of democratic governance” in
the country.

Sarkisian’s press service did not
say if Clinton linked the unblocking of
the MCA funds with the proper con-
duct of the May 31 polls in Yerevan.
The U.S. State Department declined to
give details of her letter.

The presidential statement also
cited Clinton as saying that the United
States will continue to “consistently
support” efforts to resolve the
Nagorno-Karabakh conflict and im-
prove Armenia’s relations with Tur-
key. Washington was reportedly in-
strumental in the April 22 announce-
ment by Ankara and Yerevan that they
have agreed on a “roadmap” to nor-
malizing bilateral ties.

YEREVAN -- A U.S. business-
man of Armenian descent has been
found dead in Armenia three weeks
after disappearing in unclear circum-
stances.

Nazareth Berberian, 57, report-
edly went missing after leaving his
apartment in downtown Yerevan late
on April 25. His car was found aban-
doned in the parking lot of the Zvartnots
international airport, 10 kilometers
south of the capital, several days later.
Earlier this month, Berberian’s Cali-
fornia-based wife and children prom-
ised a $250,000 reward for informa-
tion about his whereabouts.

The Armenian police said at the
weekend that they have found the
businessman’s body bearing “traces of
violence” in a ravine near a section of a
highway 25 kilometers north of Yerevan.

In a written statement, the police
indicated that they have already identi-
fied suspects in Berberian’s kidnap-
ping and subsequent murder. A source

familiar with the investigation told RFE/
RL that the police have already made at
least one arrest.

A native of Armenia, Berberian
moved back to the country in 1999 and
engaged in a range of business activi-
ties there. His assets included a carpet
factory in a village in the southern
Ararat region. His Linareh company
was also building a hotel in a prime
location in central Yerevan.

YEREVAN -- Four people were
killed and about two dozen others in-
jured in two powerful explosions at
Armenia’s largest chemical company
on Thursday.

The first explosion rocked the
Yerevan-based Nairit plant late in the
afternoon, sending plumes of black
smoke billowing skywards. Company
officials said it occurred at one of the
plant’s facilities used for storing a
chemical substance that produces syn-
thetic rubber, the company’s main
product.

Firefighters and ambulances
were rushed to the scene shortly after-
wards. Police blocked adjacent streets
on the southern outskirts of Yerevan
by the time a second blast occurred
later in the day.

All of the victims, aged between
50 and 38, were factory employees. A
Nairit spokeswoman said the blasts,
which sent thick black smoke rising

into the sky for several hours, also
seriously injured eight other people,
including four firefighters. Armenia’s

Rescue Service said late Wednesday
that 17 emergency workers were
treated for burns and intoxication.

YEREVAN -- Opposition leader
Levon Ter-Petrosian stepped up his
harsh criticism of Armenia’s “failed”
rapprochement with Turkey as he again
rallied thousands of supporters in
Yerevan on Friday.

and Turkish historians, and we will
open the border.’ They got the geno-
cide [concession] but didn’t open the
border.”

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Writer Pamuk May Face New Trial for
Armenia Remarks

ISTANBUL -- Orhan Pamuk,
Turkey’s Nobel Prize-winning author,
said he may face new compensation
claims for remarks he made about the
World War One-era killing of Arme-
nians, despite an earlier acquittal in a
criminal trial, the Anatolian news
agency said on Saturday.

Turkey’s Court of Appeals this
week overturned a lower court deci-
sion that had dismissed the claims of
personal damages against Pamuk, 56,
paving the way for a new case.

”I understand that I could be
tried again, but nothing is certain,”
said Pamuk, who was speaking at a
book fair in the Italian city of Turin,
according to state-run Anatolian. “In
any case, I’m not apprehensive.”

The compensation suit stemmed
from an interview with a Swiss maga-
zine in 2005 when Pamuk said “30,000
Kurds and a million Armenians were
killed” in Turkey.

The interview sparked a criminal
case, but Pamuk was cleared of all
charges and avoided a jail sentence on
a technicality in 2006 amid an interna-
tional outcry over the trial, which the
European Union called a violation of
free expression. The author of “Snow”
and “My Name Is Red” went on to win
the 2006 Nobel Prize for Literature.

The civil suit’s six plaintiffs, who
seek 36,000 liras ($23 million) in dam-

ages, include members of a support
group for families of soldiers killed fight-
ing Kurdish separatists and a nationalist
lawyer who brought the criminal case
against Pamuk, Radikal newspaper said.

”Unfortunately, the judiciary in
my country toils with political (is-
sues),” Pamuk said, according to
Anatolian. “This is not a good thing
when legal institutions are supposed to
be the foundation for democracy.
Without freedom, there is no justice,
so I think speaking freely is my duty.”

Armenian Recession Continues to Deepen

YEREVAN -- Armenia’s eco-
nomic downturn deepened further in
April, resulting in a 9.7 percent shrink-
age of Gross Domestic Product during
the first four months of this year,
according to the latest official statis-
tics released on Wednesday.

The Armenian economy con-
tracted by 6.1 percent in the first
quarter of 2009. The National Statisti-
cal Service had registered a year-on-
year GDP decline of only 3.7 percent
in January-February.

The latest data from the NSS show
that Armenia continues to be dragged
deeper into recession by its troubled
construction and industry sectors. Con-
struction, one of the main engines of the
country’s robust growth in recent years,
contracted by as much as 42.4 percent
in January-April 2009, sharply up from
its first-quarter drop of 22 percent.

An almost 11 percent fall in four-
month industrial output was the other
key factor behind Armenia’s wors-
ened macroeconomic performance.
Industry generated about 28 percent
of GDP during this period. Its leading
export-oriented components, mining
and metallurgy, has been hit particu-

larly hard by the global economic cri-
sis. Not surprisingly, Armenian ex-
ports tumbled by almost 48 percent to
$175.6 million in January-April.

The Central Bank of Armenia
(CBA) made a further downward revi-
sion of its economic outlook ahead of
the release of the fresh NSS figures.
The CBA said it expects a GDP fall of
5.8 percent this year.

The International Monetary Fund,
for its part, forecast earlier this month
that the Armenian economy will shrink
by 5 percent and will not start growing
again until 2011.

Official Yerevan remains hopeful
that Turkey will agree to uncondition-
ally normalize relations with Armenia,
Foreign Minister Eduard Nalbandian
said over the weekend.

Speaking at an international con-
ference on regional security issues
held in Yerevan, Nalbandian insisted
that the governments of the two na-
tions have made substantial progress
towards the opening of the Turkish-
Armenian border “without precondi-
tions” in their fence-mending negotia-
tions.

“The ball is in the Turkish side
now,” he said. “And we hope that they
will find the wisdom and the courage
to make the last decisive step. We wish
to be confident that the necessary
political will can eventually leave be-
hind the mentality of the past.”

The remarks came the day after
Turkish Prime Minister Recep Tayyip
Erdogan once again made clear that his
country will not establish diplomatic
relations and reopen the border with
Armenia as long as the Nagorno-

Karabakh conflict remains unresolved.
Erdogan explicitly reaffirmed that link-
age also during his visit to Azerbaijan
earlier in the week.

“Occupation of Karabakh is the
cause here and closing of the border is
the effect. It is impossible for us to
open the border unless that occupation
ends,” he told a joint news conference
with Azerbaijan’s President Ilham
Aliev.

Nalbandian  said on Thursday
that such statements can only under-
mine the Karabakh peace process. But
declined to comment on implications
of Erdogan’s stance for the success of
the year-long Turkish-Armenian rap-
prochement.

In his speech, Nalbandian de-
scribed relations with Turkey and the
unresolved Karabakh conflict as the
two main security challenges facing
Armenia. “These challenges are differ-
ent, and by no means interconnected,
even if some would like to see a linkage
or parallelism in their resolution,” he
said.

ized and there are no dangerous emis-
sions.”

The chemical giant periodically
faces emergency situations blamed on
its obsolete Soviet-era equipment and
poor safety standards. In one such
instance, two Nairit reservoirs con-
taining inflammable industrial waste
caught fire that raged for two days
before being extinguish by firefighters
in December 2006. Nobody was seri-
ously hurt at the time.

“Now they are saying, ‘Give up
Karabakh and we will open the bor-
der.’ No other head of state has found
himself in such a miserable position,”
Ter-Petrosian claimed, repeating his
earlier condemnation of the April 22
Turkish-Armenian statement on a
“roadmap” to the normalization of bi-
lateral relations.

Ter-Petrosian dismissed as “non-
sense” suggestions that Sarkisian’s
conciliatory policy towards Turkey
mirrors the moderate line that he him-
self adopted when serving as Armenia’s
first president from 1991-1998. He
said he will publish next week a collec-
tion of his Turkey-related speeches to
disprove these claims.

Ter-Petrosian again spoke at
length about this and other foreign
policy issues, even through the rally
was part of his Armenian National
Congress’s (HAK) campaign for the
May 31 municipal elections in Yerevan.
The ex-president personally heads the
HAK’s electoral list, making him its
candidate for the post of Yerevan
mayor.

Ter-Petrosian again said that the

HAK’s victory in the polls would mark
an important milestone in his campaign
for regime change in Armenia. “If
anything, our victory would allow us
to create a powerful counterweight to
the existing kleptocratic system, thanks
to which it would be possible to some-
how restrain the latter and forestall its
further crimes,” he said.

The HAK leader also issued a
stark warning to those Yerevan resi-
dents who do not plan to back his
broad-based opposition alliance on
election day. “Those who will prefer
to step aside and keep silent, those
who will sell their votes, those who
will vote for government candidates,
and finally those who fill display indif-
ference and won’t take part in the
elections, will not only deprive their
children of an opportunity to live in a
normal, civilized and secure country
but will become accomplices of the
malevolent authorities that … have
stepped onto the path of national trea-
son.”

Other speakers at the rally
claimed that the HAK enjoys the back-
ing of most voters in the capital and
that its main challenge is to prevent
massive vote rigging.

YEREVAN -- Dozens of mem-
bers of Armenia’s two largest pro-
government parties reportedly again
brawled in Yerevan late on Monday,
heightening political tensions ahead of
next week’s municipal elections.

The incident occurred in the
Silikian suburb which is part of the
city’s western Ajapnyak district. Ac-
cording to newspaper reports, local
activists of the Republican (HHK) and
Prosperous Armenia (BHK) parties
clashed shortly after Ajapnyak’s Mayor
Ruben Hovsepian arrived there with
his deputy Armen Baghdasarian.

Both men are affiliated with the

HHK. The Ajapnyak mayor is also the
brother of Armenia’s influential Pros-
ecutor-General Aghvan Hovsepian.
The latter was reported to have rushed
to Silikian along with the BHK leader
Gagik Tsarukian on Monday night.

A similar dispute occurred in an-
other Yerevan district, Kanaker-Zeytun,
less than a week ago. BHK activists
reportedly attacked the local HHK head-
quarters in retaliation for the alleged
beating of their comrades by Republi-
can campaigners armed with clubs.
Nobody is known to have been ar-
rested and prosecuted in connection
with that.

We knew that no matter how great of a task he took
on, no matter the difficulties and strife involved, when Hayk gave his word on a
task, that task would be completed on time and would be executed professionally
and with a certain dignity that only he could provide.  Hayk would always bring
a group of friends to every event we would hold.  His friends have become our
friends and have supported us along the way.

While working with our sports teams, he would comment on his grandfa-
ther as not only a great athlete but as a role model, someone whose example we
could follow as well.  We feel that Hayk was a role model for our athletes and our
other participants and members.  He was recently involved in starting a track and
field team for us, as well as organizing a conditioning period for our basketball
teams to take part in during the off-season.

Hayk, when we got together last night to write this eulogy, we couldn’t help
but reminisce on all the great times we had together.  I’m going to share with you
two memories that describe some of the key characteristics Hayk encompassed.

We were at our annual tournament in Fresno and Hayk participated as a
member of our basketball team.  Hayk loved everything and wanted to do
everything.  He not only wanted to play basketball, but to run track as well.  What
fueled Hayk’s determination even further was when his coach Sevak forbid Hayk
from running track, as it would take away from his performance on the basketball
court.  To add to the difficulty of attaining his goal, the track events took place
at the same time as one of his basketball games, but that did not stop Hayk. Hayk
managed to sneak off the bench after the first quarter, ran to the track meets,
participated in three races, and ran back right before the final buzzer rang.  Even
though Hayk’s team lost, Hayk was the only one with a big smile on his face, and
three gold medals around his neck.

Our second memory, Hayk, was when we went to Armenian churches to
pass out fliers of our annual Armenian Independence Day festival, which is held
every September.  Hayk, being the leader he was, led his group to an Armenian
church he had “heard” of in Pasadena…the funny thing is that nobody else had
heard of this Armenian Church.  Nevertheless, they put a flier on every car in that
parking lot.  You should have seen the look of confusion on Hayk’s face when
the congregation started to leave the church and head to their cars. All the
members of that church were black.  Hayk never judged people by any metric
other than the goodness of their heart, and he insisted we leave the fliers on their
cars.  I believe that year we had the highest attendance from the African American
community.

Hayk, last Thursday your team dedicated their last game to you.  At the end
of the first quarter, your team was down 15-0.  It was a difficult quarter,
especially because your team started off with only four guys on the court – the
fifth spot was yours.  Your team went onto that court the second half and played
their hearts out.  And after coming very close to winning the game, lost by only
three points.  You should have seen the amount of people that came out to support
the team in your honor…come to think of it, you were probably there and saw
it for yourself.

Hayk, your mom has expressed her wish that this day not be a day of endings
but a day of beginnings.  She has decided that she will be focusing a large portion
of her time in preventing these types of tragedies from occurring again.  We
promise you that we will support her and stand by her in every way we can.

Hayk, we as a team have grown stronger and more close-knit because of
the time we spent with you as teammates, friends, and comrades.  Hayk there is
only one last favor we ask from you, that you send our best to Sako and that the
two of you look down on us going forward.

Atop a hill in Armenia sits a sol-
emn expression of remembrance.

A monument built of 12 free-
standing and inward-tilted basalt slabs,
each a representation of lost history,
encircles a flame that burns eternally.

Flanked by a sky piercing pillar
that cast a shadow over a cemetery
where thousands of displaced people
were laid to rest, is a symbol of an
entire country.

44 years after its erection,
Armenian’s still gather in front of the
Martyrs Monument to remember the
more than 1.5 million Armenian’s who
perished in what many historians say
was the first genocide of the twentieth
century.

A group of Fresno State students
and faculty gathered in front of a
mock-up of the Armenian Martyrs
Monument Thursday night in a candle-
light vigil, and then again Friday after-
noon in one of the many commemora-
tive events that mark the 94 years
since the Armenian genocide.

The candlelight vigil and the Com-
memoration Rally were two events
held in Fresno State’s Free Speech
Area.

A moment of silence was held as
well as individual prayers in the native
language. The rally also included geno-
cide-themed Armenian dances, and
inspired speeches from students to
honor those lost.

In addition, a film examining
genocide, “Screamers,” was screened
in the East Engineering building.

“It’s important that these events
take place on-campus,” said Fresno
State Professor Barlow Der
Mugrdechian, coordinator of the Ar-
menian studies program.

“Every year you get new stu-

dents, so you can never do it once and
just forget about it.”

Off campus, hundreds of advo-
cates and supporters throughout the
Central Valley rallied in Downtown
Fresno to commemorate the Armenian
genocide.

The commemoration included a
Walk of Remembrance, which began
on Tulare and M Street and ended in
front of City Hall, and a ceremonial
flag-raising. Present at the ceremony
were Mayor Ashley Swearengin and
Congressman Jim Costa.

The processions marked the an-
niversary of the mass slayings of
Armenian intellectuals at the hands
of Ottoman authorities during World
War I.

The day of remembrance came
to be known as Martyrs Day — the
most important secular holiday of
the year for Armenians. The day is
usually marked with a statement from
the White House issued to the press.

Past presidents, however, have
disappointed the Armenian community
on Martyrs’ Day by not characterizing
the purge from 1915 to 1923 as geno-
cide.

In similar fashion, President
Obama avoided using the word “geno-
cide” Friday in his written statement
on the matter.

Instead, he referred to the events
as “atrocities.”

During his candidacy, Obama
pledged to support recognition of the
Armenian genocide. Even openly ac-
knowledging the matter in a YouTube
video aimed at Armenian voters.

Armenian-American groups have
since criticized Obama for not honor-
ing his campaign pledge.

Obama’s word choice let down
many Armenian hopefuls, but he con-

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BELMONT, MA -- Dr. Omar
Khalidi of the Aga Khan Program for
Islamic Architecture at the Massachu-
setts Institute of Technology will give
an illustrated lecture entitled “Three
Centuries of Armenian Heritage in In-
dia,” on Thursday, June 4, at 8:00
p.m., at the National Association for
Armenian Studies and Research
(NAASR) Center, 395 Concord Ave.,
Belmont, MA.  This lecture is the
second talk given in memory of Arshag
Merguerian (1926-2005), architect and
an active member and friend of NAASR
for nearly fifty years.  The expenses
for the lecture will be covered by
funds contributed to NAASR in
Merguerian’s memory.

Though Armenians were in India
from early times, the Armenian pres-
ence in India is well-documented from
the 16th century, after the establish-
ment of the important mercantile com-
munity in New Julfa in Persia.  The
community grew in size and impor-
tance in the 17th and 18th centuries,
with many Armenians rising to posi-
tions of prominence, and publishing
and the arts thrived.

Dr. Khalidi’s lecture will give an
overview of India’s Armenian diaspora,
its churches, cemeteries, and related
art, in such locations as Kolkata
(Calcutta), Bombay, Delhi, Agra, Surat,
Hyderabad, Madras, Dhaka (in mod-
ern Bangladesh), and elsewhere.

Dr. Omar Khalidi has a Ph.D. in
Islamic Studies from the University of
Wales.  Born and raised in Hyderabad,
he is the author of several books and

articles on art and architecture and
Indian politics and history, including
“Approaches to Mosque Design in
North America” and Muslims in Indian
Economy.  He was invited by the Ar-
menian Church in Calcutta for its 300th
anniversary celebration in November
2008.

Illustrated Talk on Armenians in India at NAASR

WATERTOWN, MA -- Armenia
Tree Project (ATP) was selected as a
National Winner of the Energy Globe
Award for Sustainability during a pub-
lic ceremony on April 13, 2009 in
Prague. The winning program, “Plant
an Idea, Plant a Tree: Advancing the
Next Generation of Armenia’s Envi-
ronmental Stewards,” is based on
ATP’s environmental education cur-
riculum. An international jury chose
76 national winners for environmental
and energy efficiency projects from
111 countries.

ATP’s backyard nursery micro-
enterprise program received an En-
ergy Globe Award last year at the
European Parliament in Brussels. The
backyard nursery program is mitigat-
ing poverty-driven deforestation by
creating micro-enterprise tree nurser-
ies in the Getik River Valley of north-
ern Armenia, which are owned by
hundreds of families who have doubled
their annual income by participating in
this ATP program.

“The ‘Plant an Idea, Plant a Tree’
teacher’s manual is based on a combi-
nation of experiential learning, practi-
cal experience, theory, and research.
Delivery methods include open-air
classes, internet-based learning, and
interactive lessons that raise environ-
mental awareness and foster respect
for and understanding of sustainable
resource use,” stated ATP Executive
Director Jeff Masarjian.

“The curriculum introduces
teachers to the conceptual framework
of environmental education through
modules that encourage students to
link art and science, build analytical
skills through observation, and under-
stand the links between environmental
conservation and Armenia’s cultural
heritage,” added Masarjian.

The Energy Globe Awards were
held at the opening of the meeting of
the European Environment Ministers,
which was convened by the Czech
Republic as head of the European Union
Presidency. “We are happy about this
recognition through the European
Policy,” said founder Wolfgang
Neumann of Austria in a press release

from the Energy Globe Foundation.
”We find it really important that the
world sees how many really good
projects and ideas there already are.”

The gala event was attended by
top European environmental leaders,
including EU Commissioner for the
Environment Stavros Dimas, European
Council President Mirek Topolanek,
and Environment Council of Ministers
President Martin Bursik. “Projects from
111 countries were submitted. The
spectrum is big: from innovative wind
power for ocean-going ships to solar
energy system for hospitals in the
troubled area of Myanmar to the first
computer-recycling project of South
America,” noted the Energy Globe
press release.

“ATP is honored to again be se-
lected as the National Winner from
Armenia of the prestigious Energy
Globe Awards. This award acknowl-
edges not only the tremendous efforts
taken by ATP in the field of environ-
mental education, but it is really a
testament to the unwavering support
of our donors, whose investment in
our programs allows us to address the
critical environmental challenges fac-
ing Armenia. We dedicate this award
to all of our supporters,” stated
Masarjian after the award was ac-
cepted by the ATP leadership.

not changed since taking office.
Vickie Kalajian, a local Arme-

nian, expected President Obama to
stand by the promise he made while on
the campaign trail.

“He should have respected his
promises, not only until he collected
his votes,” Kalajian said.

Der Mugrdechian, likewise, said
he was deeply disappointed that the
President decided against using the
word “genocide” in his statement. “He
broke the promise that he made to the
American people.”

However, Obama used the phrase
“Meds Yeghern” in his statement —
which is Armenian for “The Great
Crime” or “The Great Tragedy,” a
reference that Der Mugrdechian be-
lieves is a strong affirmation of what
occurred in 1915.

“If he used the word genocide,
Turkey would have been upset,” Der
Mugrdechian said.

“But, I think it would have gotten
them to think about change, and it
would be more productive than con-
tinued denial.”

Earlier this month, President
Obama visited the Turkish capital of
Ankara, where he addressed the parlia-
ment and spoke optimistically about a
breakthrough between the two coun-

tries.
But Turkish officials made it

clear that any genocide statements in
Washington would bottleneck the
process.

Turkey, a NATO member and
strategic ally in both the war in Iraq
and Afghanistan, has the geographic
advantage of bordering Iran and Iraq,
which has meant the United States
has been careful not to strain diplo-
matic relations with the country.

“That has been the major stum-
bling block,” Der Mugrdechian said.

“The US does not want to upset
Turkey, because of military and eco-
nomic ties. They’re afraid that if Tur-
key gets upset that somehow those ties
will be cut.”

Although the Turkish government
contends that the death toll was exag-
gerated and disputes the branding as
genocide, talks of a rapprochement
began last Wednesday in an effort to
“normalize” relations between Turkey
and Armenia.

For some Armenians, like Der
Mugredchian, optimism that a presi-
dent will recognize the genocide as
such remains high.

“I believe that the President can
make good on his promise by working
to get Turkey to acknowledge the Geno-
cide,” Der Mugrdechian said “The
sooner the better.”

With 92 points received in a com-
bined vote by viewers and national ju-
ries, Armenia finished only tenth in the
25-nation Eurovision final in Russian
capital Moscow Saturday night.

This is the lowest spot Armenia’s
representative has earned on the country’s
fourth appearance in this popular pan-
European song contest.

The duo of sisters Inga (27) and
Anush (28) Arshakyans, graduates of
the jazz-vocal department of the Komitas
State Conservatory in Yerevan, pro-
vided the country’s arguably best ex-
ecuted entry so far as they sang Jan-Jan,
an upbeat ethnic tune with elements of
modern music.

In the televoting by 42 countries,
however, only the Czech Republic
awarded the highest 12 points to

Armenia’s entry. Other European coun-
tries that have large Armenian Diasporas
and provided high points for the country’s
participants in the last three years failed
to do so this time around under the
modified televoting procedure, in which
50 percent of the evaluation is based on
the vote by national panels of judges.

(Last year Armenia’s Sirusho fin-
ished just outside the top three, while
Andre and Hayko finished in the eighth
places in 2006 and 2007, respectively.)

Meanwhile, Armenia has not
changed its ‘allegiance’ and gave its 12
points to Russia, whose average-per-
forming representative finished just be-
hind Armenia’s.

Interestingly, Armenia gave one point
to Azerbaijan, which came third in the
competition. The top finisher was Norway,
scoring a record 387 points for its entry
Fairytale written and executed by young
ethnic Belarus singer Alexander Rybak.
