Police
raided variouspro- Kurdish Peace and
Democracy Party (BDP) offices in
Istanbul including the BDP Istanbul
Politics Academy and several BDP
branches.

His son, Deniz Zarakolu, editor
of the B! elge Publishing House, was
arrested on October 4.

Ragip Zarakolu’s Belge Publish-
ing House has published numerous
books as well on the oppression of the
national minorities in Turkey as the
Armenian Genocide.

Earlier on same day, within the
same man-hunt, Professor Büsra
Ersanli, a constitutional law expert and
a member of the pro-Kurdish Peace
and Democracy Party’s (BDP) intra-
party constitutional commission, was
detained along with dozens of others.

Counterterrorism units launched
simultaneous operations against sus-
pected KCK members early on Friday
and detained 41 people. Police raided

WASHINGTON, DC — The US
hopes that the Turkish Parliament will
formally ratify protocols on normal-
ization of relations between Turkey
and Armenia during the current ses-
sion, said the US Secretary of State
Hillary Clinton at a conference of the
US-Turkish Council.

“Improving relations between
Turkey and Armenia would be a posi-
tive step, and we hope that the Turkish
parliament will ratify the protocols
during its current session and normal-
ize ties with Armenia. These festering
conflicts hold back progress and de-
velopment in the region. Reducing ten-
sions with neighbors, increasing sta-
bility, is a recipe for expanded growth
and influence. Turkey’s leaders un-
derstand this, which is why they have
been reaching out over the last years.
But it does take bold choices and strong

political will, not only on the part of
Turkey, but on the part of all of the
countries”, Clinton stated.

In October 2009 Armenia and Tur-
key signed two protocols in Zurich.
They committed the two neighboring
nations to establish diplomatic relation
and open the Turkish-Armenian border
which Ankara closed in 1993 in a show
of support for Azerbaijan. The Turkish
government has repeatedly made clear
that it will not ensure the protocols’
ratification by Turkey’s parliament be-
fore a resolution of the Nagorno-
Karabakh conflict acceptable to Baku.

Yerevan rejects this linkage, say-
ing that it contradicts the letter and the
spirit of the U.S.-backed agreements.
Citing the Turkish precondition, presi-
dent Serzh Sarkisian suspended the
process of Armenian parliamentary
ratification of the protocols.

Sarkisian Neutralizing Officials Close to Kocharian

Parliament Speaker, Yerevan Mayor Resign

Police Chief Sacked

YEREVAN -- Citing a “proposal”
from President Serzh Sarkisian, parlia-
ment speaker Hovik Abrahamian an-
nounced on Wednesday his decision to
resign, the latest in a series of key
personnel changes within Armenia’s
political leadership.

In an interview with RFE/RL’s
Armenian service (Azatutyun.am),
Abrahamian dismissed media specula-
tion that he was forced to quit because of
being regarded as a backer of former
President Robert Kocharian’s possible
bid to return to power.

Abrahamian announced his exit
from the parliament leadership the day
after the sacking of Alik Sargsian, the
chief of the Armenian police, and less
than a week after the equally unexpected
resignation of Yerevan Mayor Karen
Karapetian.

Armenian commentators have sug-
gested that these regrouping of forces is
taking place in the run-up to next spring’s
parliamentary elections and  are part of

President Sarkisian’s efforts to ward off
a potential challenge to his rule from
Kocharian. The latter gave in late Sep-
tember the strongest indication yet that
he would like to return to active politics.

Abrahamian is widely believed to
be close to Gagik Tsarukian, a wealthy
Kocharian-linked businessman whose
Prosperous Armenia Party (BHK) is a
junior partner in the governing coalition.
One of the speaker’s sons is married to
a daughter of the tycoon.

Tsarukian said last month that
Kocharian has “every moral and political
right” to come out of political retirement.
He also pointedly declined to pledge
support for Sarkisian’s reelection in 2013.
The BHK reportedly came under pres-
sure from the presidential administration
shortly afterwards.

Stepan Safarian, a parliamentary
leader of the opposition Zharangutyun
(Heritage) party claimed that this was a
step to nullify chances of Robert
Kocharian’s return.
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YEREVAN -- Armenia has joined
in the largely symbolic celebration of the
birth of the world’s seventh billion per-
son expected by the United Nations on
Monday.

A baby boy born into the Voskanian
family in the northern Armenian town of
Artik 20 minutes past midnight on Mon-
day was declared by the Armenia office
of the United Nations Population Fund
(UNFPA) to be the seven billionth living
person on Earth.

Thousands of babies are born
around the world every hour, and it is
hardly possible to precisely tell which of
the newborns gets the honor of taking
the human race to that landmark. There-
fore, the United Nations has apparently
decided to go without officially naming
anyone to be that child, with every
country picking its own honoree.

Talking to RFE/RL’s Armenian
Service (Azatutyun.am), UNFPA Ar-
menia Country Office Executive Rep-
resentative Garik Hayrapetian said the
estimation of the world population is
based on “a very serious scientific
approach”. Still, he added: “Five chil-
dren are born every second, and I
don’t think it is possible to tell exactly
which child is born to be the seventh
billion.”

The baby in Artik, who was named
Vahram, was born two weeks prema-
turely. He weighs 2.9 kilograms (or
about 6 pounds and 6 ounces) and is
now under the supervision of local doc-
tors. Vahram’s parents are residents of

The 10th century holy site had
survived noticeable damage from last
Sunday’s 7.2 magnitude earthquake,
however closer inspection revealed the
crack, according to the Turkish daily.

Officials said their initial obser-
vations show that there is no other

the nearby village of Pemzashen.
His father, Garik Voskanian, was

not in town to celebrate the occasion
with his family. Like many in this eco-
nomically depressed area he had gone to
Russia as a migrant worker. His close
relatives say, however, he will come
back soon to see his son.

The UN office undertook to pro-
vide Vahram with all essential items in
the postnatal period, while the mater-
nity hospital in Artik issued a special
certificate to the little one and the
town’s mayor gave him a letter of
gratitude.

The maternal hospital in Artik was
chosen for the symbolic celebration as an
establishment that by its level of equip-
ment and the number of recorded births
yields to other similar centers in Armenia.
The UN office on Monday donated a
mobile echoscope to the center.

The UN estimates that the number
of living persons on the planet will reach
eight billion in 2025, while the world
population is expected to hit the 10-
billion mark in 2083.

serious damage to the church, but they
are waiting for the aftershocks to end
before evaluating the whole structure
of the church.

Some mosques in the area also show
earthquake damage to their minarets.

Akhtamar is a sacred spot for
Armenians and remains a beacon of
the historic Armenia before the Arme-
nian Genocide began in 1915. Under
modern Turkish rule, the church had
been maintained only as a cultural
museum, but was controversially re-
consecrated in September 2010, along
with an announcement that religious
service would be allowed once a year.

Richard Giragosian: Armenia Delegation Disappointed with Istanbul Symposium

EpressAm -- A two-day sympo-
sium entitled “The Normalization Pro-
cess between Turkey and Armenia: Pros-
pects for Revitalization” took place in
Istanbul last week with the participation
of about 30 well-known academics and
experts from Turkey and Armenia, as
well as from other countries.

The symposium aimed to explore
the dynamics of the Armenia-Turkey
rapprochement process in 2008–2009,
the factors that led to the current stale-
mate, as well as the prospects for the
revitalization of the normalization pro-
cess. Participants were expected to ex-
amine the evolution of the rapproche-
ment by focusing on its intergovern-
mental as well as civil society dimen-
sions, as well as to analyze the current
state of the normalization process by not
only exploring the positions of the par-
ties, but also situating the process into
the relevant regional and international
context.

The symposium also happened to
coincide with the day in 1923 when Tur-
key declared itself a republic (Oct. 29).

Participating in the symposium
from Armenia were military and political
analyst Richard Giragosian; Caucasus
Institute Director Alexander Iskandaryan,
Human Rights and Conflicts Research
Institute NGO President Armen
Melkonyan and head of the Political
Studies Department at the Caucasus
Institute Sergey Minasyan.

Richard Giragosian shared his im-
pressions of the symposium and his
prospects for Armenian-Turkish rela-
tions with editor of the Istanbul-based
IMC TV Aris Nalci, particularly noting
that the delegation from Armenia was

somewhat frustrated and disappointed
after the symposium.

Giragosian said though the confer-
ence was organized by two leading uni-
versities in Ankara with the support of
Turkey’s Ministry of Foreign Affairs,
and aimed to find new ways of revitaliz-
ing the normalization process, but it
seems clear that this conference reaf-
firmed two realities: the first, Armenian-
Turkish normalization is no longer a
priority for Turkey, and second, Turkey
is once again attempting to “repackage”
a precondition over Nagorno-Karabakh
with Armenian-Turkish diplomacy.

“Despite the fact that both the US
and Russia, as well as the EU have made
it clear there is no reference to Karabakh
within the Protocols. And to attempt at
this late stage to re-link the issues is
unhelpful at best and insincere at worst.
So what we see is Turkey seems rather
insincere and in danger of being per-
ceived as an unreliable and unready in-
terlocutor for Armenia,” he said, adding
that it’s unfortunate because “we have a
window of opportunity that is now clos-
ing.”

The analyst pointed out that all
expectations and the burden are on Tur-
key, as “Armenia has done everything it
can and more.”

On the matter of normalizing Ar-
menia-Turkey relations, Giragosian high-
lighted Azerbaijan’s role, saying that
though Azerbaijan has no place in the
dialogue between the two states, it does,
however, have great power over Tur-
key. In his opinion, this is a problem
Turkey has to deal with, just as the
Armenian Genocide is a problem Turkey
has to deal with.

“The Azerbaijan issue has become
a domestic Turkish political issue,” he
added.

Speaking about the effectiveness
of the discussions held in Istanbul,
Giragosian said that such meetings are
very important (“the dialogue of normal-
ization needs to continue”) as they sus-
tain the momentum of “Track 2 Diplo-
macy” between Armenia and Turkey,
“to prepare the groundwork for when
the states are ready to recommit.”

“What we’re also doing is correct-
ing a mistake from the Protocols. The
mistake was neither Turkey nor Arme-
nia did enough to prepare public opinion
for normalization,” he said.

Asked by Nalci what Armenia’s
next steps might be, Giragosian said:

“We can continue to pressure the
Turkish side and to keep the Armenian
side willing and ready to move forward.
But at the same time what we can do is
what we’re doing — Track 2 diplomacy
in terms of civil society engagement, to
actually sustain this momentum… Just
the fact that we’re coming and going to
each other’s countries, just the fact that
the Genocide issue is no longer taboo
means that we need to recognize and
build on the progress we have made to
date,” he explained.

If Turkey doesn’t respond to
Armenia’s move, if there is no rap-
prochement, what might Armenia’s
policy be? asked Nalci.

“Well, unfortunately, what con-
cerns me from a civil society point of
view is that Turkey seems to fail to
recognize the fact that patience on the
Armenian side is not without limit. And
a policy of preconditions is bold by the
Armenian side but without reciprocal
measures from the Turkish side it’s a
dangerous political policy that may
change. And the real pressure Turkey
faces is 2015, the 100th anniversary of
the Armenian Genocide… I’m just wor-
ried that if the stars don’t align again and
normalization doesn’t return to Track 1
state level, there is a bigger danger that
next time we try this it will be that much
harder,” Giragosian concluded.
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Sometimes it takes friends to tell
a friend that the latter has a problem.

The friends who must do the
telling, in this case, are Armenian
Americans, particularly those of the
San Francisco-based Genocide Edu-
cation Project (GEP) whose main mis-
sion is teaching about the Armenian
genocide.  The friend with a problem is
the Brookline, Massachusetts-based
Facing History and Ourselves (FHAO),
the Holocaust and human rights orga-
nization whose curriculum includes
the Armenian genocide.

GEP collaborates with FHAO and
makes use of the latter’s teaching ma-
terials.  More importantly, two top
FHAO executives are advisors to GEP,
while two famous Armenian American
academicians are advisors to both or-
ganizations.

The problem is that FHAO is
cosponsoring an Anti-Defamation
League (ADL) panel on “The New
Anti-Semitism: A Contemporary Dis-
cussion in Historic Faneuil Hall” in
Boston on November 7, 2011.

Abraham Foxman, ADL National
Director, will be a panelist.

Mr. Foxman and his ADL have
denied the factuality of the Armenian
genocide of 1915 – 1923 committed
by Turkey and, to this day, have failed
to unambiguously acknowledge that
genocide.  They have also immorally
and actively assisted Turkey in defeat-
ing Armenian genocide resolutions in
the U.S. Congress.  A political agree-
ment two decades ago among Turkey,
a few top groups such as the ADL, and
Israel formalized this arrangement
(http://www.noplacefordenial.com//
2007/08/press-kit-history-of-lobby-
ing-against.html). This contrasts with
the principled Jewish American groups
and individuals who support recogni-
tion of the Armenian genocide.

It is clearly wrong for a genocide
education organization such as FHAO
to affiliate itself with Foxman as long
as he and his organization remain foes
of Armenian genocide acknowledg-
ment.

Foxman continues to oppose pas-
sage of the Armenian genocide resolu-
tion, contemptuously terming it a
“counterproductive diversion.”

My October 24 “open letter”
(http://www.keghart.com/D-Boyajian-
History and elsewhere) to FHAO ex-
plained this and more.  The letter re-
spectfully asked FHAO to withdraw
its partnership with Foxman for the
November 7 event.

Since that letter, scores of Ar-
menian Americans have emailed and
called FHAO, and posted online, to
express their dismay at the FHAO-
Foxman pairing.

FHAO’s response has been a dis-
appointment.  FHAO has said, against all
evidence, that Foxman has acknowl-
edged the Armenian genocide.  In fact,
he has done no such thing.  Though
Foxman’s statement of August 21, 2007
used the “G” word, it also employed
evasive language that implied, for ex-
ample, that Armenian deaths may have
been merely a “consequence” of Turk-
ish “actions” rather than having been
intentional.   Article II of the U.N.
Genocide Convention specifically re-

quires “intent” for an act to be consid-
ered genocide.  Foxman and the ADL
know that.

A dozen Massachusetts cities and
the Massachusetts Municipal Associa-
tion, which represents every city and
town in the state, did not buy Foxman’s
rhetorical gymnastics. They cut ties with
the ADL’s “No Place for Hate” program
even after – after – Foxman’s statement.
This matter was national and interna-
tional news (http://
npfdnews.blogspot.com/).

Astonishingly, FHAO’s response
did not even attempt to address Foxman’s
and the ADL’s past and present opposi-
tion – hand in hand with the Turkish
government - to the Armenian genocide
resolution. There is a failure to recognize
that Foxman and his ADL have not even
begun to undo the damage they have
done to Armenians.

It is difficult to understand why or
how the FHAO-Foxman partnership for
this event came about.  One hopes that
ADL members among FHAO’s donors
and its treasurer, Elizabeth Jick, an ADL
Executive Committee member, did not
unduly influence its decision.  The FHAO
is unnecessarily and gratuitously lending
its prestige to Foxman.  This is offensive
to Armenians.

Four years ago, Armenian
grassroots activists, including those from
the Armenian National Committee of
America and the Armenian Assembly of
America (AAA), and others, were the
movers and shakers behind the cam-
paign (www.NoPlaceforDenial.com)
against the ADL’s anti-Armenian ac-
tions.   With very limited exceptions,
however, Armenian American academi-
cians - genocide specialists and histori-
ans - including those (see http://
www.genocideeducation.org/boards/
index.htm) affiliated with the GEP, re-
mained uninvolved.

Even as the issue moved to New
York, Los Angeles, Santa Barbara, and
San Francisco in 2007 and 2008, these
academicians largely remained silent.

Journalists and grassroots activ-
ists in Los Angeles and on the East Coast
often take the lead on this and similar
issues while academicians fail to add
their own voices.

The GEP, its staff, board, and
advisors are friends of FHAO, as they
should be.  And as friends, they are
obligated to urge FHAO to withdraw
from its partnership with Foxman for
the November 7 event.

When credibility hangs in the bal-
ance, silence is not an option.

Sunday morning, October 23,
2011:

Like any other morning, the first
thing I do when I get up  is to turn on
the morning news and walk over to the
stove to heat the water for my morning
coffee.

The big news early today is a 7.2
magnitude devastating earthquake in
the region of Van, Eastern Turkey.
The TV broadcasts the tragic news.
The screen exhibits heartbreaking im-
ages of large residential areas with
huge piles of debrisfrom hundreds of
collapsed, crumbled houses and apart-
ment buildings.

My first reaction is: “But that’s
our land! That land belongs to us
Armenians, many of whom still live,
scattered through almost every coun-
try in the world that constitute what
we call the Diaspora!”

But wherever and whoever the
victims, human tragedy of people all
over the world has a way of touching
fellow human beings. As I watch the
rescue and relief efforts deployed and
the gradual rise of the casualty count,
a wave of mixed emotions ripple
through my memories. My thoughts
fly back to the days of the Northridge
Earthquake.

I remember waking up that early
Monday morning just after 04:31 Pa-
cific Standard Time on January 17,
1994 in my home in Tarzana, Califor-
nia.

Our house was rumbling, pieces
from it were breaking apart and tum-
bling down, and everything loose was
falling and littering the floor. In my
first few moments of anguish and
desperation, all I could do was yell:
“My baby! O my baby!” In my shock
and trauma I could not recall the name
of my first-born daughter Arlene, barely
five months old at that time. Soon
afterward, as I was told later, I fainted
altogether. My husband had to shake
me back to consciousness. He then
took our daughter in his arms, and the
three of us somehow made it to the
exit. During all this time there was not
a sound from our baby girl Arlene. I
could not expel my gut feeling that
most probably she was injured,
or…wait a minute...Oh my God, please
don’t make it worse!

When we had already reached
the main gateway and the deafening

tremors had at last subsided, I re-
sumed my frantic questions on Arlene’s
safety. My husband had to literally
wake her up. Only at that moment did
I finally understand what had really
happened to Arlene: she had slept like
an angel through the whole earthquake!

Two days have passed since this
latest earthquake hit the Van region in
Turkey. Right now I am watching the
astounding survival story of a two-
week old Turk baby girl called Azra
that was miraculously rescued from
under the rubbles. I am almost in tears.
My joy is compounded at learning that
Azra’s mother and grandmother have
survived as well! And I feel a strange
bond of fate with Azra’s mother, since
I know how it feels to fear the loss of
a child in the blind chaos of a natural
disaster that is an earthquake.

And my thoughts make a painful
flashback to another baby, the eldest
brother of my father, who perished in
another chaos of a – this one man-
made – disaster (real name: Genocide)
almost a century ago. My grandmother
gave birth to him on the burning sands
of the Syrian Desert during the “de-
portation” of Armenians from their
homeland by the Ottoman Turkish au-
thorities. Under the glassy stare of
Turk gendarmes prodding and com-
pelling her with their bayonets to move
along, my grandmother was forced to
abandon her baby the same day he was
born. She sprinkled some sand on his
quivering tiny body to “protect” it
from the scorching sun, and moved
on. I will not attempt here the impos-
sible by trying to give expression to her
inner tragedy then and there – and
thereafter throughout her long life. My
father confides his grief to me, how-
ever, that he cannot remember his
mother ever laughing like any normal
human being. With all the good will she
harbored toward her fellowmen, she
could not even smile to her last day.

Despite our painful history and
the inhuman crimes perpetrated by the
Turkish Ottomans against Armenians,
my bond of empathy with baby Azra’s
mother remains overwhelming. I only
hope – and I am inclined to be almost
sure – that the feelings are mutual by
the mothers of all Turkish Azras to-
ward thousands and thousands of Ar-
menian babies like my late uncle of one
day who had to close their eyes for-
ever the same day they were born.

Portugal does not have a sizeable
Armenian community or an Armenian
Church. But it is here, in Europe’s
westernmost country, that the philan-
thropist Calouste Gulbenkian’s esteemed
private art collection accidentally found
its home.

Surrounded by a vast property
featuring stretches of lawn and bamboo
gardens, the Calouste Gulbenkian Foun-
dation and Museum is a centerpiece of
Lisbon’s cultural life. On a warm day
last summer, tourists and Lisboans took
in the splendor of the peaceful land-
scape, pausing to appreciate one of the
city’s most visited sites.

Inside, schoolchildren and art en-
thusiasts browsed Gulbenkian’s exten-
sive collection, which is comprised of
more than 6,000 pieces dating from
antiquity to the early 20th century. These
include works by Rubens, Van Dyck,
Rembrandt, Renoir, Manet, Degas, and
Monet, as well as Persian rugs, Chinese
pottery, and jewelry by Rene Lalique.

Gulbenkian began acquiring art-
work at a young age. Born in Istanbul
in 1869, he was the son of a wealthy
merchant who had holdings in the oil
fields of the Caucuses. After earning a
degree in engineering and applied sci-
ence at King’s College in London,
Gulbenkian was encouraged by his
father to get involved in the oil busi-
ness.

Earning British citizenship in the
wake of the 1895 massacres of Arme-
nians in the Ottoman Empire, Gulbenkian
established valuable networks with lead-
ing European and Russian oil business-
men.

In 1907, he helped found the Royal
Dutch Shell Group, and five years later
was influential in the development of the
Turkish Petroleum Company, of which
he owned a five percent share.
Gulbenkian’s insistence on securing this
fraction with subsequent projects even-
tually earned him the epithet “Mr. Five
Percent.”

During World War II, Gulbenkian
planned to emigrate to America. But a
brief visit to neutral Portugal—where he
found a welcoming and hospitable atmo-
sphere—changed his course. Gulbenkian
spent the last 13 years of his life at the
fashionable Hotel Aviz in central Lisbon.

During this time, he decided to
establish an international foundation to
showcase his art collection and to bring
together different cultural values and
interests. After Gulbenkian passed away
in 1955 at the age of 86, his vision was
realized with the opening of the Founda-
tion and Museum in Lisbon in 1969.

Building on Gulbenkian’s artistic
vision, the foundation added a Modern
Art Center to the property in 1983.
Dedicated primarily to 20th-century
Portuguese artists, the center also serves
as a depository for other modern pieces.

Known for its leading efforts in
restoration and preservation, the Mod-
ern Art Center attracted the attention of
Vartoosh Mooradian, the sister of the

artist Arshile Gorky, and her son, Karlen.
The Mooradians placed their collection
of Gorky works here in 1985.

In her will, Mooradian left the
artwork to the Eastern Diocese, which
has continued the partnership with the
Gulbenkian Foundation. The works
have been exhibited at various times in
Lisbon and thanks to this unique col-
laboration, the Gorky paintings have
been exhibited at museums worldwide.
In 2007, the Paris branch of the
Gulbenkian Foundation worked with
the Centre Georges Pompidou to dis-
play Gorky’s works as part of the “Year
of Armenia” in France. In addition,
Gorky’s works have been shown at the
Tate Modern in London, the Museum
of Contemporary Art in Los Angeles,
the Philadelphia Museum of Art and
most recently at the Gagosian Gallery in
New York City.

gas,” according to the Las Vegas Re-
view-Journal.

Agassi made the announcement
at his foundation’s 16th Grand Slam
for Children Benefit Concert in Las
Vegas.
